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1. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2. Discuss and approve minutes of  May 19th, 2010.
Robert McCreight made a motion to approve the minutes as presented. It was seconded by Ramon Perez. Motion PASSED 4/0.
3. Public Hearing-(Required by Law)*.
Request to amend the zoning ordinance for a special use permit for the operation of a recycling collection center and the placement of a recycling trailer at Fourth (4th) Addition, Block 2, Lots 1-3. This property is also known as 708 South Sixth (6th) Street. Larry Lopez is the applicant on behalf of ABC Recycling, LLC.

4. Public comments on items on or off the agenda*.
5. Request to amend the zoning ordinance for a special use permit for the operation of a recycling collection center and the placement of a recycling trailer at Fourth (4th) Addition, Block 2, Lots 1-3. This property is also known as 708 South Sixth (6th) Street. Larry Lopez is the applicant on behalf of ABC Recycling, LLC.
Mr. Clark states that the building is vacant and was formerly an automotive repair. Mr. Clark states that Mr. Lopez’s company owns the recycling trailer across from the HEB parking lot. Mr. Clark states that Mr. Lopez is looking at the location on 6th street to open a formalized business, and they will expand to recycling copper and water heaters and washing machines and even batteries. Mr. Clark states that the face of the business will be on 6th street but since there isn’t enough space for parking, Mr. Lopez will direct all traffic on to Johnston St which he will install a new entry gate, and the vehicles will enter the property through the rear.
Mr. Clark states that the city gave a recommendation to approve the special use permit with the conditions that he install screening in the chain link fence. Also, they must put in the 10% landscaping that is required for the type of zoning. 

Mr. Lopez states that the recycling trailer in the HEB parking lot has been in business for over 20 years. He states that he started with Reynolds aluminum back in 1973. He states that he and his partner have a combined knowledge in this field of over 70 years.

Mr. Ramon Perez asks if any work will be done to any of the appliances that are to be recycled. Mr. Lopez states that the entire appliance will be taken, nothing will be taken apart. Mr. Lopez states that everything is contained when appliances are being recycled. 

Mr. Clark states that a directional sign should be placed on the corner of 6th and Johnston to help the flow of traffic. 
Mr. Perez asks what happens if the special use permit is given and the business moves, will it revert back. Mr. Clark states that it will, and if another special use wants to use the same space, they must come before the board again. 

Mr. Ramon Perez made a motion to approve the item. It was seconded by John Howe. Motion PASSED 4/0.

6. Discuss and consider a recommendation to the City Commission of the adoption of a mixed use zoning ordinance for the City of Kingsville.
Mr. Clark states that the definition has been adopted, and now it’s time to recommend the actual ordinance. He states that the ordinance would state that the first floor use would be retail and the second floor would be residential. He states that doctor’s offices and medical clinics are not allowed because they do not generate sales tax. 
Mr. Clark states that office space is the worst use in a mixed use zoning district. He states that off street parking is too scarce for a medical clinic to share parking with a residential area as well. For retail, the customers are continually coming and going. 

Mr. Clark read over the proposed mixed use ordinance, elaborating on some subjects. 

Mr. Zamora entertained a motion of recommendation of the Mixed Use ordinance to the City Commissioners. John Howe made the motion. It was seconded by Robert McCreight. Motion PASSED 4/0.
