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1. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2. Discuss and take action on minutes of meeting held on June 16, 2010.
Lupe Alvarez made a motion to accept the minutes as presented. It was seconded by Robert McCreight. Motion PASSED 6/0.
3. Public Hearing-(Required by Law)*.
Request to Rezone: From C2 Commercial Retail District and R3 Multi Family Residential District to MU Mixed Use District, 2.93 acres out of the Henrietta Heights Subdivision, Block 1, Lots 1-16, w/2 28-32; Chamberlain Place Subdivision,  Block 11, Lots 17-32. These properties are also known as 620 N. Armstrong; 702, 709, 713, 714, 715, 716, & 722 W Santa Gertrudis; 726 & 732 W Richard.
Mr. Scott Conard stated that he has property in the area and is curious what the mixed use area means and entails?

Mr. Ken Clark stated that the City of Kingsville adopted the Master Plan in 2008. He states that in the Master Plan, the City wanted the intersection of Armstrong and Corral to develop mixed use type of projects. He states that mixed use zoning allows for commercial and residential uses be used on the same piece of property. 

4. Public comments on items on or off the agenda*.
5. Discuss and consider a  request to rezone: From C2 Commercial Retail District and R3 Multi Family Residential District to MU Mixed Use District, 2.93 acres out of the Henrietta Heights Subdivision, Block 1, Lots 1-16, w/2 28-32; Chamberlain Place Subdivision,  Block 11, Lots 17-32. These properties are also known as 620 N. Armstrong; 702, 709, 713, 714, 715, 716, & 722 W Santa Gertrudis; 726 & 732 W Richard.
Mr. Clark states that the process has been ongoing for several months. It was in the Master Plan for City of Kingsville, and it is also in the Master Plan for the University. The University considers the area the entrance to the campus. On previous agendas, the definition, the ordinance for the new zoning classification, and the zoning regulations has been approved by the board. He states that the last step is to zone the properties on the corners of Santa Gertrudis and Armstrong all the way to Wells St to encourage mixed use development. Mr. Clark states that the map shows the green shaded areas is the surrounding properties within 200ft that were required to be notified, and the ones shaded in the pink color are the ones that are being proposed to be rezoned. 
Mr. Alvarez asked if the Planning Department received any responses from the letters that were sent out. Mr. Clark stated that he did not receive anything. Ashley Najera, the Planning Secretary stated that she received a phone call from one of the property owners who does not live in Kingsville, and the property owner stated  that she was all for the rezone.

Mr. Zamora asks if there are any other questions from board or public. 

Mr. Clark stated that this item is only up for recommendation; he states that at the City Commission meeting there will also be a chance to voice opinions.

Lupe Alvarez made a motion to accept the request as presented. It was seconded by John Howe. Motion PASSED 6/0.

6. Discuss and consider an application for a proposed Junk Yard on the property located at Garcia Acres 2, Lot 15 E-F-G-H. This property is also known as 1406 E Corral. Carlos Fernandez is the applicant.
Mr. Clark states that the applicant, Mr. Fernandez, submitted the application and the property owner, Joe Garcia, signed the application as well.  He states that the Code of Ordinances has a procedure for establishing this use in this zoning district. It states that the applicant must apply, come before the board, the board would have to approve the request along with several stipulations, and then there is a license required for the Junk Yard.  Mr. Clark states that the applicant is in the audience and if the board had any questions for him or for the applicant. 
Mr. Zamora asked if it was right next to the City’s warehouse. Mr. Clark states that it is very close, one lot between the City’s Public Works building and the proposed junk yard location. 
Mr. Alvarez asked if there were any letters sent out. Ashley Najera stated that they were not required. Mr. Clark stated that they were not required to have a public hearing, but was required to come before the Planning and Zoning commission. 
Mr. Alvarez asked how people found out about the salvage yard. Mr. Clark states that the City was doing field work and noticed workers moving vehicles to the lot. Mr. Fernandez stated that they needed to move the vehicles from another property. 

He states that other people in the surrounding area noticed the cars as well and called the City to ask about what was happening on that property.

Mr. Alvarez asked Mr. Clark if the calls received were in favor or against the new junk yard. Mr. Clark stated that he has not had any calls of anyone that has been in favor of the project. He received three calls and one email.

Mr. Clark states that this use is permitted under the zoning but under special review by the board. 

Mr. Zamora asked how close the nearest resident is. Mr. Clark stated there is a home on the lot next to it, and also across the street is an apartment complex. He also states that there is a home on the property as well that belongs to Mr. Garcia. 

Mr. Alvarez asked to speak to the applicant. 

Mr. Fernandez states that the has his junk yard on Kenedy St. He states that he will not use the property for another salvage yard, but storage for the car bodies without the motor and transmission. He states that he complies with the city‘s ordinance for the junk yard he has on Kenedy street. Mr. Alvarez suggested a piece of property east of the bypass. Mr. Fernandez states that he has looked into a few properties but the owners are not willing to sell. Mr. Alvarez states that Corral Street is a major thruway for the university. 

Mr. McCreight states that although there is one on the corner, he does not want to approve another one. He states that he would like to clean up the area because of the way the city has changed. 

Mr. Zamora stated that he agrees with the rest of the board in the fact that the area is not appropriate for this area.  Mr. Zamora asked for any other comments or questions. 

Mr. Luis Fuentes, 1400 E Corral, who owns property on Corral Street, came to the podium to give his opinion. He states that he is opposed to the project.

Mr. Robert McCreight made a motion to deny the application for the proposed Junk Yard on the property located at Garcia Acres 2, Lot 15 E-F-G-H, also known as 1406 E Corral. It was seconded by John Howe. Motion PASSED 6/0.
