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1. Call meeting to order.

Meeting was called to order at 7:00PM
2. Discuss and take action on minutes of meeting on July 14th, 2010;

Lupe Alvarez made a motion to approve the minutes as presented. It was seconded by Robert McCreight. Motion PASSED 7/0.
3. Public Hearing-(Required by Law)*.

1. Request to amend of the City of Kingsville’s Code of Ordinances Chapter XV (15), Article 6, Appendix A, Land Usage Categories to change the allowed zones for wrecking or salvage yards for auto or parts thereof.

2. Request to amend the zoning ordinance for a special use permit for the temporary placement of a mobile home at the property located at KT & I Co, Block 2, Lot PT NE/4 9, 0.36 Acres.  This property is also known as 2609 Young Drive. 

Belinda Riojas, 728 W Warren.
Ms. Riojas states that she purchased the trailer for her parents, and moved it to the property on Young Drive. She states that her mother is considered legally blind and her father has been cancer free for no longer than a month. She states that she was not aware the property was within city limits. She states that work was stopped because a trailer is not permitted on her property. She states that she doesn’t feel that it is fair for someone to tell her what she can put on her property. She states that she requested speed limit signs for the area, as well as a street light. She states that she cannot afford a brick home, and she doesn’t see why she is being told to move her trailer. 
3. Request to Rezone: From AG Agricultural District to R-3 Multi Family District, 19.53 Acres out of the KT&I Subdivision, Section 17, Lot 15. The property is located NEC Hwy 77 North and General Cavazos Blvd.

Glenn Jones, Community Planning and Liason Office for NAS-K.
He states that the NAS is in favor of the project, but have a couple of concerns as far as proximity. He states that 160 residents are going to inhabit the project site as well as some commercial uses. He states that he is concerned with the Accident Potential area, in the lowest level. He states that the flight pattern has changed since 1997, and a new AICUZ study is going to be done soon, and the forecasted APZ will be extended by a quarter of a mile which will then put the zone line almost on the southern most border. He states that the NAS has two requests of the developers. First being noise attenuation. He states that an ordinance that is in place now states that if a property is within the 65db zone, construction should include materials to deafen the noise level down to 45db. He states that this will make for a better living situation for the tenants, and will also eliminate complaints to the NAS. 

Second request is that all sellers, current and future, shall provide a written real estate disclosure statement notifying any prospective purchasers that this property is adjacent to a military airport and installation.  He states that an Avigation Easement should be included in the rezoning of the property, simply to restrict height that would not affect this particular project, but will protect the base from any future development that may occur on the property later. 
4. Request to Rezone: From AG Agricultural District to C-4 Commercial District, 6.09 Acres out of the KT&I Subdivision, Section 17, Lot 15. The properties are located NEC Hwy 77 North and General Cavazos Blvd

5. Request to Rezone: From AG Agricultural District to C-4 Commercial District, 4.90 Acres out of the KT&I Subdivision, Section 17, Lot 15. The properties are located NEC Hwy 77 North and General Cavazos Blvd

4. Public comments on items on or off the agenda*.

5. Discuss and consider a request to amend of the City of Kingsville’s Code of Ordinances Chapter XV (15), Article 6, Appendix A, Land Usage Categories to change the allowed zones for wrecking or salvage yards for auto or parts thereof. City of Kingsville is the applicant. 

Mr. Clark states that the Planning and Zoning Board had requested at previous meeting. He states that the draft ordinance is attached. 

Mr. Zamora asks if it will be permitted in the C4 Zoning District. He states that it will not be permitted at all in the C4 zoning district, it will require a special use permit in Light Industrial, and will only be permitted in the Heavy Industrial zoning district.


Ramon Perez made a motion to approve the request as presented. It was seconded by Robert McCreight. Motion PASSED 7/0.
6. Discuss and consider a request to amend the City of Kingsville’s zoning ordinance for a special use permit for the temporary placement of a mobile home at the property located at KT & I Co, Block 2, Lot PT NE/4 9, 0.36 Acres.  This property is also known as 2609 Young Drive. Johnie R. Garcia is the applicant. 

Robert McCreight has abstained from this item. Mr. Clark states that the applicant did not know she was in the city limits. He states that an inspector was called out to do the inspection for electrical service; the inspector noted that the trailer home was in a single family home zoned area and work was stopped. He states that there is a provision that will allow a manufactured home in a single family residential area.  He states that the situation with the sewer is that if the city cannot provide sewer service the property owner can apply for a septic system with the City/County Health Dept.  Mr. Clark stated that speed limit signs were posted shortly after they were requested. He also stated that Ashley, the Planning Secretary, helped Ms. Riojas with the street light request that was submitted to the City Engineer. He states that the request has been submitted to AEP and is in the works to place a street light near the property at no charge to the property owner.  Mr. Clark states that within residential districts they city will allow manufactured homes to be placed within the zone if there is a hardship such as elderly persons, infirmity or death in the family. Mr. Riojas situation falls under these conditions.  The AG district provides for a special use permit with the same hardships requirements, but the length of time is at the discretion of the commissions. Ms. Riojas has requested a 10 year period for the permit. Once they obtain the special use permit, they can apply for the septic system from the health dept. Mr. Clark states that the City recommends approval because the situation meets the criteria in the ordinance. 

Lupe Alvarez made a motion to approve the request for the special use permit with a 10 year permit limit. It was seconded by Leo Alarcon. Motion PASSED 6/0.
7. Discuss and consider a request to Rezone: From AG Agricultural District to R-3 Multi Family District, 19.53 Acres out of the KT&I Subdivision, Section 17, Lot 15. The property is located NEC Hwy 77 North and General Cavazos Blvd. Melden & Hunt, Inc. is the applicant.

Mr. Clark states that the proposed use for this property is going to be a multi residential project and commercial uses along General Cavazos. Mr. Ryan Millard is present to answer any questions that the board might have. Mr. Millard states that Merchants Holding LLC, will address all the requests from the NAS. 
Robert McCreight asks what the maximum height will be for the housing project. Mr. Millard states that it will not be any taller than 40ft with peaks. He states that the only exception would be the hotel that is will be constructed directly behind the Holiday Inn  Hotel and will be the same height.
Lupe Alvarez made a motion to approve the request as presented with the addition of the disclosures that was recommended by Glenn Jones. It was seconded by Rudy Galvan. Motion PASSED 7/0.
8. Discuss and consider a request to Rezone: From AG Agricultural District to C-4 Commercial District, 6.09 Acres out of the KT&I Subdivision, Section 17, Lot 15. The properties are located NEC Hwy 77 North and General Cavazos Blvd. Melden & Hunt, LLC. is the applicant.

Ken states that this rezoning would be for the commercial property that faces General Cavazos. 
Ramon Perez made a motion to approve the item as presented. It was seconded by Robert Rivera. Motion PASSED 7/0.
9. Discuss and consider a request to Rezone: From AG Agricultural District to C-4 Commercial District, 4.90 Acres out of the KT&I Subdivision, Section 17, Lot 15. The properties are located NEC Hwy 77 North and General Cavazos Blvd. Melden & Hunt, LLC. Is the applicant.

This rezoning would be for the potential hotel project. He states that this would complete the entire property that is there. 
Rudy Galvan made a motion to approve the request. It was seconded by Leo Alarcon. Motion PASSED 7/0.
