Sealed Bids marked “Sealed Bid –Methane Remedial  Project” at the Kingsville Municipal Landfill” will be received by the City of Kingsville, Purchasing Department, Kingsville, Texas until 1:30 P.M. on August 31, 2010 (Tuesday). A Pre Bid Meeting will be held at the City of Kingsville Landfill, 348 E. County Road 2130, Kingsville, Texas at 10:00 am. August 23, 2010 (Monday).  A site field visit of the landfill will follow.  This Pre Bid Meeting is not mandatory but is recommended.
Prospective bidders must read the Instructions to Bidders, Contract Documents, and Detailed Specifications. 

The successful bidder will be required to enter into a contract for the performance of the work for the price quoted on the Bid Form and will provide evidence of current Personal Injury, Property Liability, Workers’ Compensation, and Builder’s Risk Insurance.

The Contractor will also be required to submit a Reference and Qualifications statement, if the Contractor has not performed a similar project for the City of Kingsville in the last three (3) years.

The bid will be awarded to the lowest responsible bidder whose bid is determined to be the most advantageous to the City, its officers, employees, and agents.  Price, in accordance with law, will not be the sole evaluation factor.  Misrepresentation, whether substantial or otherwise, at any stage of the bidding and award process, shall be considered in this and all future bids in determining whether or not a bid is “responsible”.

THE CITY, IN ACCORDANCE WITH LAW, RESERVES THE RIGHT TO REJECT ANY AND ALL BIDS.
