Amendment of Article V, Section 2, providing for three year staggered terms of office;
Amendment of Article V, Section 4, providing for each commissioner to have resided in
their election district for a continuous period of 12 months and have attained the age of
18 years at the time of filing as a candidate; Amendment of Article V, Section 5,
providing for one city commissioner to be elected from each of the seven (7) single
member districts and for the seven (7) elected commissioners to decide among
themselves which of them would act as Mayor and Mayor Pro-Tem; Amendment of
Article V, Section 12, providing that three (3) of the seven (7) commission members are
able to call special meetings of the Commission; Amendment of Article V, Section 14,
providing that a majority vote of all seven (7) commissioners be necessary to adopt any
ordinance or resolution; Amendment of Article V, Section 15, providing that a vote of
five (5) of the seven (7) commissioners is required to pass an ordinance in one reading if
declared an emergency measure.

An estimate of the anticipated fiscal impact to the City if the proposed amendment is
approved is $58,123 each year and a one time cost of $53,844.
