N. 6™ Street. (Director of Planning & Development Services).

Mayor Fugate opened the public hearing at 6:01 p.m.

Mr. Mike Kellam, Director of Planning & Development Services reported to
Commission that Mr. Jose Suarez, operator of Charlie’s is requesting an alcohol
variance for a Wine and Beer Retailer's Permit and a Retail Dealer's On-Premise
Late Hours License. This address is within 1000ft boundary of a school and two
registered daycare facilities. The historical use of this property is that of a bar or
lounge which has been closed for an unknown length of time, but has since been
under application to be utilized as such. All required notices have been sent to the
property owners within 300ft. Additionally, a public hearing notice was placed in
the newspaper on April 24, 2013. Staff has received feedback in opposition to the
request which came from a neighboring property owner. The property owner
stated their concerns regarding intoxicated people in the area after the bar closes.
This has been the only comment/concern received.

Mr. Charlie Cardenas, Public Works Director/Engineer, reported that this item is
for replacing a yield sign on Huisache Ave. at 8" Street with a stop sign for East
and West bound traffic. The Engineering Department has received a request on
April 15, 2013 from a citizen to evaluate the safety of the intersection on
Huisache and 8" Street. It was observed that vehicles travel through 8" street to
get to the H.E.B Grocery store on King street. Since the signal is at the
intersection of 8" street and King street, it is the safest and more efficient
intersection to get to H.E.B from the area. Staff recommendation is to change
from a Yield to a Stop sign at this location.

Results based on a
survey done by the City of Kingsville Legal Department, staff is recommending
the revised ordinance be adopted.

premises} for the purpose of inspecting same to determine that the electrical facilities in the building or
other structure are in accordance and in compliance with the provisions of the City Electrical Code as
above mentioned, and if it should be determined from the inspection, by the Electrical inspector, that all
or any part of the electrical installation is in violation of the provisions of the Electrical Code, and as a
result thereof, the building or other structure is in the conditfon as outlined in § 15-1-165(B)(3) of this
subarticle, then and in that event the Electrical Inspector shall immediately file a written complaint
and/or notice with the Building Official notifying him or her of the condition and requesting the
hereinafter provided proceedings by the Building Official in connection therewith.

proceedings by the Building Official in connection therewith.

and/or notice with the Building Official notifying him or her of the condition and requesting the
hereinafter provided procedure by the Building Official in connection therewith.

premises) for the purpose of inspecting same to determine if there is any imminently dangerous existing
condition which may or might result in a fire as determined and provided for in_§ 15-1-165(A) of this
subarticle.

Inspector, Building Inspector, Electrical Inspector or Sanitation Inspector, or upon the determination by
the City Fire Chief, of the existence of a dangerous fire condition in any building or structure, then and in
that event, the Building Official shall notify in writing, the person, group of persons, corporation or other
entity owning or contreolling the building or other structure, of such defective condition, such written
notice to also order the correction and/or repair and/or replacement of such defective condition within
a reasonable time (commensurate with the degree of danger and possible resulting in jury therefrom),
the time allowed for the repair and/or correction and/or replacement of such defective condition not to
exceed 30 days from the date of delivery of such notice. The notice shall be delivered in person by the
Building Official or shall be mailed registered mail, return receipt requested, and in either event, the
date of actual delivery shall be noted upon a copy of the written notice to be maintained in the
condemnation files of the Building Official. The Building Official shall have the authority to order any
building demolished if it is determined by him to be beyond repair.

Whenever the Building Official determines that there are reascnable grounds to believe that there has
been a violation of this subarticle or of any rules or regulations adopted pursuant thereto, or when he or
she has been notified by the other officials herein set out, he or she shall give notice of such alleged
violation to the person or persons responsible therefor and such afleged violation shall constitute a
nuisance. Such notice shall be in writing and shall be in the manner set out in § 15-1-167(B) of this
subarticle.

Such notice shall be deemed properly served upon such person responsible if a copy is served upon him
or her personally, or if a copy thereof is sent by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, to
the last known address of such person or a copy is posted in a conspicuous place in or about the building



affected by the notice. Failure of the owner or occupant to comply with such notice shall be deemed a
violation of this subarticle.

Whenever proper notice of violation has been served to the person or persons responsible for the
violation of any provisions of this subarticle, and compliance with such notice has not been effected
within the time stated, the Building Official may order the occupant of the building, or portion thereof,
in which the violation exists, to vacate same, and failure or refusal to comply with such order within the
time stated for compliance shall constitute a violation of this subarticle. If in the opinion of the Building
Official, the public safety or welfare reguires immediate action he or she shall order the building vacated
without "notice of violation" having been issued. No such buildings shall again be used for human
habitation nor shall any notice posted thereon be removed until written approval is given by the
Building Official. Refusal of occupant to vacate after having been duly ordered to do so or removal of
any notice duly posted shall constitute a violation of this subarticle.

have occasion to occupy and/or be in, on or about the premises, whether they be the
owner thereof or not.

SUMMARY
This item authorizes the city to replace a yield sign on Huisache Ave. at 8" Street
with a stop sign for east and west bound traffic.

BACKGROUND

The Engineering Department received a request on April 15, 2013 from a citizen to
evaluate the safety of the intersection of Huisache Ave. and 8™ Street. It was
observed that the traffic control at this intersection is a yield sign on Huisache Ave.
and a free flow movement on 8" Street. Furthermore, it was determined that 8%
Street serves as a collector street. Related to this intersection, is the intersection of
8" and King Street, where there is currently a traffic light. It was observed that
vehicles travel through 8" street to get to the H-E-B grocery store on King Street.
Since the signal is at the intersection of 8" Street and King Street, it is the safest
and more efficient intersection to get to H-E-B from the area.

RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends that the yield sign on Huisache Ave. at 8" Street be changed to a
stop sign for east and west bound traffic to enhance public safety.

FINANCIAL IMPACT
There is no financial impact to the City of Kingsville. Changing this sign is in
accordance with state and federal guidelines and the Manual of Uniformed Traffic
Control Devices (MUTCD).

ORDINANCE NO.2013-

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF KINGSVILLE,
TEXAS, AMENDING CHAPTER V PUBLIC WORKS OF THE CODE OF
ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF KINGSVILLE, TEXAS BY AMENDING ARTICLE 6
ENTITLED “STORMWATER UTILITY SYSTEM”, AS AMENDED, TO ESTABLISH
PROCEDURE FOR DELINQUENT STORMWATER UTILITY FEE PAYMENTS:;
PROVIDING A CUMULATIVE CLAUSE; PROVIDNG A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE;
PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Kingsville, Texas (“City Commission”)
has adopted Ordinance No.2012-48, to create a Stormwater Utility System and provide
stormwater drainage service to collect and direct stormwater runoff for benefitted
properties within the utility service area upon payment of Stormwater Drainage Utility
Fee, and has adopted Ordinance No.2012-51, to create Stormwater Utility Fees for a
stormwater service; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission, after holding a public hearing and finding that the
fees are non-discriminatory, reasonable, and equitable, has approved an ordinance
establishing a schedule of Stormwater Ultility Fees for stormwater service; and

WHEREAS, in setting the schedule of Stormwater Utility Fees, the fees were based on
an inventory of improved parcels within the utility service area;

WHEREAS, the ordinance was silent as to the treatment of delinquent stormwater utility
fee payments, which is an issue to be clarified by the passage of this ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY
OF KINGSVILLE, TEXAS THAT:

SECTION 1: The City Commission hereby establishes a procedure for delinquent
Stormwater Utility Fees as set forth herein.

SECTION 2: The Chapter V, Article 6 “Stormwater Utility Fees”, section 5-6-21 of the
Code of Ordinances of the City of Kingsville, Texas is hereby amended to read as
follows:

ARTICLE If. STORMWATER UTILITY FEES

Sec.5-6-21. Fee Calculation.

(a) Stormwater Ulility Fee Calculation. Stormwater Utility Fees shall be
calculated based on the total stormwater runoff potential for benefitted
properties for all customers within the utility service area. The total

stormwater runoff potential shall be measured as impervious cover in square
feet (SF).



(b) Stormwater Utility Fee. The total stormwater runoff potential for the service
area shall be allocated between the customer classes based on the relative
amount of impervious area in each class established in Section 5-6-6. The
monthly Stormwater Utility Fee is based on the average impervious area for
an ERU, which is Two Thousand Four Hundred Twenty Five Square Feet
(2,425.0 SF).

1) Residential Property Class. The monthly Stormwater Utility Fees for
each residential property as defined in Section 5-6-4, shall be either a
flat-rate fee per singly-family equivalent residential unit (ERU) or a flat-
rate fee per dwelling unit on a residential parcel.

2) Non-Residential Properfy Class. The monthly Stormwater Utility Fees
for each improved non-residential property or allocated portion of an
improved non-residential property shall be equal to: Impervious Area
in square feet divided by 2,425.0 square feet for the ERU time the
applicable flat-rate ERU fee.

3) Minimum Monthly Stormwater Utility Fee. The minimum Stormwater
Utility Fee for all customer classes shall be the fee for one ERU.

(c) Revision of Fees or Rafes. The Stormwater Utility Fee or the stormwater
utility rate may be revised by the City Commission through an ordinance from
time to time as permitted by the Article and the Act.

(d) Applicable Stormwater Ulility Fee. The applicable Stormwater Utility Fee is

SECTION 3: It is further provided that in case a section, clause, sentence or part of this
Ordinance shall be deemed or adjudged by a Court of competent jurisdiction to be
invalid, then such invalidity shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder of this
Ordinance.

SECTION 4: Ali ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are specifically
repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION 5: This Ordinance shall be codified and become effective on and after adoption and
publication as required by law.

After much discussion about having to take the jet off the
stick and get it painted in an off site location he presented a plan that has been approved by NAS Kingsville
through Jon Gagne to get the job done without moving the jet. A group from NAS Kingsville has also offered
volunteer time to assist with the project.

If he does it without
volunteer assistance from NAS Kingsville the cost will be $8964.00 If the volunteers provide the assistance
discussed the cost will be less.

premises) for the purpose of inspecting same to determine that the electrical facilities in the building or
other structure are in accordance and in compliance with the provisions of the City Electrical Code as
above mentioned, and if it should be determined from the inspection, by the Electrical Inspectar, that all
or any part of the electrical installation is in violation of the provisions of the Electrical Code, and as a
result thereof, the building or ather structure is in the condition as outlined in_§ 15-1-165(B)(3) of this
subarticle, then and in that event the Electrical Inspector shail immediately file a written complaint
and/or notice with the Building Official notifying him or her of the condition and requesting the
hereinafter provided proceedings by the Building Official in connection therewith.

violation of the provisions of the Plumbing Code to endanger the safety of the building or
structure or other buildings or structures or other property, and to endanger the safety and
health of persons who may have occasion to occupy and/or be in, on or about the
premises, whether they be the owner thereof or not.
(3) Any building or other structure which shall be determined to have a permanent Or
temporary electrical installation condition existing in violation of the installation,
maintenance or repair provisions of the City Electrical Code as it is presently duly
enacted or may be enacted from time to time, and which shall be further determined, by
virtue of such condition in violation of the provisions of the Electrical Code to endanger
the safety of the building or structure or other buildings or structures or other property,
and to endanger the safety and health of persons who may have occasion to occupy
and/or be in, on or about the premises, whether they be the owner thereof or not.



(4) Any building or structure which shall be determined to contain a faulty and defective
structural condition existing in violation of the construction, maintenance and repair
provisions of the City Building Code as is presently duly enacted or may be enacted from
time to time, and which shall be further determined, by virtue of such condition in
violation of the Building Code to endanger the safety of the building or structure or other
buildings or structures or other property, and to endanger the safety and health of persons
" who may have occasion to occupy and/or be in, on or about the premises, whether they be
the owner thereof or not.
(5) Any building or structure which shall be determined to have a permanent oOr
_ temporary sanitary condition existing in violation of the various health and sanitation
ordinances duly enacted and to be enacted from time to time, and which shall be further
