Mayor Fugate called the meeting to order in the Robert H. Alcorn Commission Chamber at 6:00
p.m. and announced quorum as present.

INVOCATION / PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE — (Mayor Fugate)
The invocation was delivered by Mark Rushing, Finance Director followed by the Pledge of
Allegiance and the Texas Pledge.

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING(S) — Required by Law
Regular Meeting — July 8, 2013

Mayor Fugate asked for a motion from the Commission to approve the minutes as presented.
Commissioner Pecos made a motion to approve the minutes as presented, seconded by
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Commissioner Leubert. The motion was passed and approved by the following vote:
Leubert, Pecos, Pena and Fugate voting: “FOR”. Garcia “ABSTAINING".

Public Hearing - (Required by Law)."

1. Public_hearing regarding condemnation proceeding for structures located at

528 S. 18™ Street, Kingsville, Texas. (Director of Planning & Development Services).

Mayor Fugate read and opened this public hearing at 6:02 p.m.

Mr. Robert Isassi, Director of Planning & Development Services, reported that this
structure has no roof, numerous broken windows and structure is not secured. All proper
notices were mailed to property owner.

Juan Rios, 526 S. 18", property owner of 528 S. 18", stated that his general attorney,
Ross & Mathew as well as his local attorney Timothy Downey recommend for this
condemnation to be rescheduled for a hearing so they may represent him. Request
information on repealing procedures that would insure his family’s right based on the
decision made tonight. He further stated that he was informed by his postman, that the
notices were sent to a different last name of Rojas. He stated that on May 28", the
electricity was scheduled to be turned but no inspection had been made, therefore they
were unable to turn on the electricity. He has hired an Engineer and two general
contractors to look at this structure. He stated that he and his family would like the
opportunity to fix the home and bring up to code, as his family will be living in it once it's
brought up to code.

Mayor Fugate reported that he has driven around to see the structures that are up for
condemnation and this is one of the worse properties of the four that are up for
condemnation during tonight’s meeting.

Mayor Fugate closed the public hearing at 6:10 p.m.

2. Public hearing regarding condemnation proceeding for structures located at
1221 E. Huisache, Kingsville, Texas (Director of Planning & Development Services).

Mayor Fugate read and opened this public hearing at 6:10 p.m.

Mr. Isassi stated that all proper notices were mailed in June 2012. The structure is in
disrepair and is asking Commission to approve an order for demolition.

Mayor Fugate closed the public hearing at 6:12 p.m.

3. Public_hearing regarding condemnation proceeding for structures located at
422 S. 18" Street, Kingsville, Texas. (Director of Planning & Development Services).

Mayor Fugate read and opened this public hearing at 6:12 p.m.

Mr. Isassi stated that this structure is addressed as 420 S. 18" legally 422 S. 18", All
proper notices were sent in June, 2012.

Commissioner Garcia asked for an explanation regarding the address issue. Mr. Isassi
stated that this is one lot with a setback house connected to the main structure.

Louise Birker, 1602 E. Huisache stated that the post office has the structure addressed
as 420 % S. 18"™. She stated that she has had problems with vandalism and theft. She
further stated that the structure needs to be demolished.

Mayor Fugate closed the public hearing at 6:15 p.m.

4. Public hearing regarding condemnation proceeding for structures located at
1702 E. Fordyce, Kingsville, Texas. (Director of Planning & Development Services).
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Mr. |sassi reported that all proper notices were sent in June 2012 regarding this structure.
This is a concrete foundation with an unsecured garage. All notices were mailed to the
P.O. Box listed on the appraisal roll.

Louise Birker, 1602 E. Huisache stated that the garage is secured. Back door needs to
be replaced and house needs to be painted and brush needs to be trimmed.

The two presentations are in regards to Petra
Vela Kenedy House and a presentation from Jonathan Plant, Museum Director
regarding the Annual Report on the John E. Conner Museum. He further reported that
staff will be attending the Professional Development Training on Thursday, July 25, 2013
to be held at the H.E.B. Center. He further reported that budget preparations are in
progress and has been submitted to his office.

Mrs. Courtney Alvarez, City Attorney reported that the next scheduled Commission
meeting is August 12, 2013. She further reminded staff that the deadline to submit
agenda items is Friday, August 2, 2013.

Mayor Fugate asked if there weren't any objections, he would like to do the presentation
after the consent agenda. No objections were made from the Commission or staff.

Albert Garcia, 315 S. 23" Street, he stated that as a real estate broker, there is always a
need for new local businesses to come in to Kingsville that would allow the local residents
to stay in Kingsville verses going out of the community for entertainment. He further
stated that this move of the Silver Spur into the Wild Horse Mall may bring in other
establishments into this building.

Leon Garcia, 1533 Lewis, owner of the Silver Spur stated that he has gathered a petition
in favor of the special use permit that he would like to submit to the Commission.

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Joseph Biedron, 2024 Sherwood, stated that he has been a resident of Kingsville for the
past five years and is in favor of the Silver Spur relocating to the Wild Horse Mall. He
further stated that this would be a great addition to the economic development which
could attract other businesses to come into our community. He stated that the Silver Spur
is a good establishment for residents of this community.

At this time, presentations were made by Mr. Jonathan Plant, Museum Director and Mr.
Bob Trescott, Tourism Director regarding the Petra Vela Kenedy House.

Mr. Jonathan Plant, John E. Conner Museum Director reported to the Commission on the

Annual Report for the John E. Conner Museum. The Conner Museum total operating

expenses for Fiscal Year 2012-2013 was $72,109.34. The projected budget for Fiscal
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VL.

Year 2014 is $82,000, having a difference of close to $10,000 from FY 2012-2013. The
museum has been involved in six traveling exhibits this fiscal year, Vaquero: Genesis of
the Texas, Running for Office: Candidates; Campaigns, and the Cartoons of Clifford
Berryman; Images of the Madonna; Celebration of Quilts 2013; Lions Club International
Peace Poster Contest, “Our World, Qur Future”; Step Right Up! Behind the Scenes of the
Circus Big Top. The City of Kingsville supports four of the museums vital positions which
are the Curator, Visitor Services Staif which consist of two personnel, and Exhibit
Fabricator. The museum has also participated in the Ranch Hand Festival Downtown in
November, and the Parade of Lights in December. The museum intends to continue to
participate annually in these events and other community events as appropriate. The
Conner Museum has installed two new billboards on US Hwy 77 back in February to
promote our community. After evaluating its advertising strategies, the Museum this year
dropped some of its advertising in national publications and increased advertising in
regional travel publications, including Texas Now aimed at visitors to the Coastal Bend
and Viva Texas which targets visitors in San Antonio, the Rio Grande Valley, and
Matamoros, Mexico. The museum plans to increase its advertising next fiscal year with a
particular emphasis on- attracting Winter Texans.

Mr. Plant further reported that new improvements were made to the museum. The
museum is now equipped with a power-assist entry, making the facility more accessible
to elderly visitors and visitors with disabilities. They have also added several new hands-
on components aimed at making the museum experience more interactive. A new
mammoth fossil exhibit and a South Texas ranchero interior are nearing completion.
Within the next fiscal year, the museum hopes to add new sections on Kingsville and
Texas A&M University-Kingsville. Mr. Plant thanked the City of Kingsville for all their
support.

Commissioner Leubert commented that during a visit to Rockport over the weekend, she
received some really great comments about Mr. Plant. She further stated that the Conner
Museum offers lots of activities for families.

Mr. Capell asked if the Conner Museum has tried to attach their efforts to hotel night
stays which can be a benefactor to Kingsville. Mr. Plant responded that they have and
this is why they aimed to change their focus in advertisement.

Mr. Bob Trescott, Tourism Director made a presentation to the City Commission
regarding the Petra Vela Kenedy house. He stated that this house was built in the late
1860’s in what is now known Kleberg County. The Kenedy's lived in Kleberg County for
ten years on land that is now known as the King Ranch. The foundation which controls
the house has offered it to the City with $75,000 to accomplish the move. This historic
home would be moved into the area where the pavilion is located on 6" Street. Mr.
Trescott further showed a clip of a video that was aired on Klil Channel 3 as a Special
Report on the Petra Vela Kenedy House.

Mrs. Alvarez stated that since it did not get noticed, it wouldnt hurt to reset this
condemnation for a future meeting.
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Commissioner Leubert commented on the permits in which were issued to this particular
property. Re-roof permit issued in July 2012 with an expiration date of December 2012,
electric re-model permit issued on July 2012 expiring in January 2013. She further stated
that it's the responsibility of the owner to begin the work after permits have been issued.

Daniel Ramirez, Building Official stated that normally when a contractor comes in for a
permit to update meter services, the inspection gets done immediately. He further stated
that it had been inspected and service is still brand new as it was one year ago.

Commissioner Leubert stated that if Commission allows the thirty days, the property
owner has to do something to bring this structure up to code.

Mayor Fugate stated that his concern with this structure is that it is located near Harvey
Elementary School.

Commissioner Garcia stated that normally when you rewire a home and passes
inspection, the house is weathered in.

Commissioner Pecos stated that he knows the family and feels that Mr. Rios will bring
this structure up to code.

City Commission took no action on this condemnation.

8. Consider condemnation of structures located at 422 S. 18™ Street, Kingsville,
Texas. (Director of Planning & Development Services).

Mayor Fugate stated that what struck him about comments made during the public
hearing is that it is very disconcerting that the owner will not be putting any more money
into this structure. Mayor Fugate asked Ms. Birker if she plans on putting any more
money into this structure, Ms. Birker responded no.

Motion made by Commissioner Pecos finding not able to repair building or
structure is unsafe; and present condition is a violation of ordinances; and cannot
be corrected without substantial reconstruction; then declare the building or
structure to be a public nuisance and order its demolition by ownerfagenda/person
in charge within 30 days. City shall abate in any manner it deems necessary and
proper, seconded by Commissioner Leubert.

Commissioner Garcia asked for clarification on identifying the property. Mr. Isassi stated
that according to the tax roll, the address is 422 S. 18™.

The motion was passed and approved by the following vote: Garcia, Leubert,
Pecos, Pena, Fugate voting “FOR™.

9. Consider condemnation of structures located at 1702 E. Fordyce, Kingsville,
Texas. (Director of Planning & Development Services).
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Mayor Fugate asked what shape the roof was in on this structure. Mr. Isaasi stated that
the roof is in decent shape.

Mr. Capell stated that these structures are brought to the attention of the City
Commission only because numerous complaints are made by neighboring properties.

Commissioner Leubert stated that the property owner needs to decide whether the
structure can be restored and restored quickly.

Commissioner Pecos commented that he would like to give the property owner the
opportunity to bring this structure up to code.

City Commission took no action on this condemnation.

10. Consider accepting the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report of the City of
Kingsville for Fiscal Year 2011-2012. (Director of Finance).

Mr. Rushing stated that Mr. Luke Womack was present to provide information on the
Comprehensive Annual Financial Report. Mr. Womack stated that there are two sets of
financials today. He further reported that the in the General Fund has $6.2 million, taxes
receivable and various other receivables $1.2 million. In restricted cash which is just
under $3.7 million, the $3.7 million is from the landfill pre-imposed closure reserves that
were set away over the years for a total asset of $13,446,000. In liabilities there is
$2,712,000 with last year being $3.1 million so liabilities are down primarily due to
accounts payable. Total equity $10,734,000 with fast year being $10,418,000, so the City
in General Fund is in very good shape, that $5.6 million is about $1.6 million over what
the City normally carries as a reserve of three months. Police forfeiture fund is very
adequate with a total asset of $5.1 million of which $3.4 million is cash with equity of
$100,681,000 available for future expenditures. Debt Services has $100,057,000 in
assets including taxes receivable, and a liability of $400,000 leaving them with a
$733,000 fund balance. Capital Improvements has a total asset of $3.7 million with last
year being $5.0 million which has decreased by $1.5 million which was expected due to
borrowing bond money which will leave a balance of $3,066,000. Mr. Womack stated that
the City is in very good financial condition. Now looking at total revenue and
expenditures, total revenues $15,106,000 with last year being $15,190,000 so revenue is
still holding strong today. Total expenditures were $15,552,000 versus $14,000,000
which was up by $100,000,000 due to expenditures planned during the budget for capital
improvements throughout the city. In net change in fund balances there was
$315,000,000, for fund balance equity of $10,734,000. In the Police Department forfeiture
fund brought in $871,000 spent $1,561,000 with a reserve of $2 million which brought it
down to $1,681,000, which they still have a substantial reserves at the end of the year.
Debt Service Fund brought in $1,454,000 spent $1,802,000 with a transfer in of $427,000
resulting in a positive variance $79.000 which is added to $654,000 brings the balance to
$733,000. In Capital Improvements, very little money coming in, the income is only
$20,000 of interest earned on the bond proceeds. Spent was $1.4 million which is
depleted $1.4 bringing $4.3 million equity down to $3,066,000. Mr. Womack stated that
the revenues remain strong and reserves with four months of expenditures will be
$4,000,000. He further stated that the General Fund is in very good financial conditions,
Police forfeiture fund is still heavily capitalized, debt service fund with $733,000 is more
than adequate. Capital Improvements are depleting based on the budget. Mr. Womack
stated that the financial condition of the City is in excellent shape. During an Audit
Committee meeting, they discussed one repeated finding in the condition of the
accounting records as well as the investment policy and hours that need to be obtained.

Motion made by Commissioner Leubert to accept the Comprehensive Annual
Financial Report of the City of Kingsville for Fiscal Year 2011-2012, seconded by
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Commissioner Pecos. The motion was passed and approved by the following vote:
Pecos, Pena, Garcia, Leubert, Fugate voting “FOR”.

11. Consider a resolution authorizing the Mayor to enter into the First Amendment
to the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the City of Kingsville and Texas
A&M University-Kingsville relating to engineering design work for Kleberg Avenue
from Kleberg County Courthouse to Third Street. (City Engineer/Public Works

Director).

Mr. Charlie Cardenas, Public Works Director/Engineer reported that this is for the design
work on Kleberg Ave. There were some elements that needed to be upgraded one being
the pedestrian and ADA elements.

Commissioner Leubert asked that the additional amount of $6,000 will increase the
contract price to $35,000 for additional engineering design on 6 Street. Mr. Cardenas
stated yes, to allow the upgrade of the pedestrian elements such as audible push buttons
and ADA ramps.

Mayor Fugate asked if there would be a presentation to the Commission regarding this
project. Mr. Cardenas responded that he would like to do a tour presentation to the City
Commission and the downtown management district. Mayor Fugate asked for a cost
estimate as to what this project will cost. Mr. Cardenas stated that the estimate would be
$800,000 to $1 miliion in construction dollars. He further stated that with a project of this
type, it will not be done in-house. This project will require going out for contractual bids.

Motion made by Commissioner Pena to approve this resolution, seconded by
Commissioner Garcia. The motion was passed and approved by the following vote:
Pena, Garcia, Leubert, Pecos, Fugate voting “FOR”.

12. Consider introduction of an ordinance amending the Fiscal Year 2012-2013
budget of the General Fund for the City of Kingsville for the First Amendment to
the Interlocal Agreement with Texas A&M University Kingsville for engineering
design work for Kleberg Avenue. (Director of Finance).

Mr. Rushing stated that this is a budget amendment for agenda item #11 for an increase
of $6,000.

Introduction Item.

13. Consider a resolution authorizing the Mayor to enter into an Interlocal
Cooperation Agreement between the City of Kingsville and Texas A&M University-

Kingsville relating to usage of facilities and signage. (Mayor Fugate).

Mr. Scott Gines, Vice President of Intercollegiate Athletic & Campus Recreation at Texas
A&M University-Kingsville, stated that this is an integrate partnership with the City to
transform Javelina Stadium’s track and field surface and other amenities around the
stadium. This is a partnership agreement with no new monies that came from the
institution itself. This was based on traffic generated in this stadium. Other partners
involved are several Independent School Districts.

Mayor Fugate asked Mr. Gines to talk about some of the championship games that he is
trying to pursue. Mr. Gines stated that the most recent event was bringing back UIL to
Kingsville which was a two year agreement for track and field which brought over 1,000
participants that took place the third week in April. The University is attempting to bid on
future events to be held in their stadium. Mayor Fugate asked for a cost estimate of the
improvements. Mr. Gines stated that the field cost is $1.7 million and some of the external
entrance items are about $600,000, which is on a separate business plan.
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Commissioner Pena asked if Mr. Gines could reveal the agreement that they have with
the ISD’s. Mr. Gines stated that the City has the lowest portion of all. The other two
agreements are for $50,000 and $80,000 per year for a five year contract with renewal
aspects, given the nature of the agreements and the A&M System and what is allowed.
Commissioner Leubert stated that the ISD’s use the stadium for their games and any
other events. Mr. Gines stated that those agreements have been expanded progressively
intc muitiple sports, practices, practice opportunity in sub-varsity and middle school
contest over the last six years.

Commissioner Pena asked Mrs. Alvarez for her comments regarding this resolution. Mrs.
Alvarez responded that the money is coming from a legitimate source and in speaking
with Mr. Gines, he has advised that they have billboards in the Stadium and along the
roadway as well that they will allow City usage to scroll messages for public services or
public health and safety issues. She further stated that since the City does not have
adequate facilities for holding meetings, they have offered space within the campus to the
City. Commissioner Pena stated that nowhere in the resolution is this stated fo reference
this purpose. Mrs. Alvarez stated that the City is providing the money and the A&M
System can put it in whatever fund they need to put it into, so long as the City receive the
ability to use the facilities and signage.

Commissioner Garcia asked how many meetings will be held in their campus and is it
worth the $25,000. He further stated that his concern is that we need to connect purpose
and funding to make sense. He stated that $25,000 for a meeting place sounds like a
large amount of money to pay when the City can get meeting space for a small cost. He
stated that he is not against the idea of this resolution, but would like to connect the
purpose and funding in order for it to make sense.

Mayor Fugate requested that more language be put into this resolution stating how this
would be beneficial to the City. He further stated that he would like for Mrs. Alvarez to
further review this resolution and bring back to City Commission at a later meeting.

No action taken.

14. Consider resolution _authorizing the City Manager to execute an Interlocal
Agqreement for E9-1-1 Public Safety Answering Point Services between the City of
Kingsville and the Coastal Bend Council of Governments. (City Manager).

Motion made by Commissioner Leubert to authorize this resolution, seconded by
Commissioner Pena. The motion was passed and approved by the following vote:
Pecos, Pena, Leubert, Fugate voting “FOR”. Commissioner Garcia not available to
vote on this item.

15. Consider waiving landfill fees associated with community cleanup project for
the health and safety of residents performed by First United Methodist Church, UM
Army Camp. {City Manager).

Mr. Capell stated that this cleanup is for a good cause. At this time there is no estimate of
tonnage that will be disposed of at the landfill.

Motion made by Commissioner Pecos to waive landfill fees associated with
community cleanup project performed by First United Methodist Church, seconded
by Commissioner Garcia.

Mr. Pete Pina, Interim Landfill Supervisor stated that as of today, only one load has been
disposed of at the [andfill. He further stated that there will be more loads to be dumped
later in the week.
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The motion was passed and approved by the following vote: Pena, Garcia, Leubert,
Pecos, Fugate voting “FOR”.

16. Consider introduction of an ordinance amending the City of Kingsville Code of
Ordinances Chapter V, Article 2. Sewer, providing for an increase in sewer rates.
(Director of Finance).

Mr. Rushing stated that these are scheduled increase rates in accordance with the water
and wastewater models provided by HDR Engineering in which the City entered into in
September 2010 which runs into fiscal year 2015. The increase that is scheduled based
on the mode! is 1% increase in water and 3% increase in wastewater. He further stated
that in water model over a 5 year period, there is a 7% increase and the wastewater there
is a 16% increase. Due to the City freezing increases over the past few years, now it's
time to play catch-up in this process of the rate models.

Commissioner Leubert stated that however taxes have increased. Commissioner Pecos
stated that property taxes have not increased. Commissioner Leubert stated that the
appraisals have increased. Mr. Capell stated that from a policy prospective it is best to
have small increases rather than higher increases every seven to eight years.

Introduction item.

17. Consider infroduction of an ordinance amending the City of Kingsville Code of
Ordinances Chapter V., Article 3, Water, providing for an increase in water rates.
{Director of Finance).

Introduction item.

18. Consider_introduction of an ordinance amending the Fiscal Year 2012-2013
budget of the General Fund for City Secretary Certification and City Manager Travel
and Training. (Director of Finance).

Mr. Rushing stated that this funding will come from a rebate that came back on the fees
of the Appraisal District which had some savings in the expected budget that allow the
transfer of $2,000.

Introduction item.

19. Consider_infroduction of an ordinance amending the Fiscal Year 2012-2013
budget of the General Fund for City Commission Travel and Training. (Director of
Finance).

Mr. Rushing stated that this will also be transferred from the same line item as stated

above which will give an additional $400 per Commission member on Travel and
Training.

Introduction item.

20. Consider_infroduction of an ordinance amending the Fiscal Year 2012-2013
Certificate of Obligation 2013 & 2011 Fund Budgets and Storm Water Utility Fund
Budget for Street and Drainage Projects. (Director of Finance).

Mr. Rushing reported that a reduction in fund 065, CO 2011, which had projects originally
budgeted that was able to be reduced. Drainage project in fund 068, increase of
$566,855. Storm Water Utility Fund 055, original adopted budget was $925,000. These
were the drainage projects in the initial FY 2013 adopted budget before the CO 2013
issue. Budgets amend decrease for Storm Water in utility fund is $925,000 which will be
transferred to fund 068. Mr. Cardenas stated that the bulk of the project has to do with the
drainage elements involved.
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Mr. Capell stated that this is the first budget amendment that reflects the additional cost
required to implement the new program for this fiscal year.

Introduction item.

21.Consider accepting grant in the amount of $3,000 from Union Pacific
Foundation for Keep Kingsville Beautiful to support cleanups. (Director of
Planning & Development Services).

Motion made by Commissioner Pena to accept this grant, seconded by
Commissioner Garcia and Commissioner Pecos. The motion was passed approved
by the following vote: Pena, Garcia, Leubert, Pecos, Fugate voting “FOR”.

22. Consider_introduction of an ordinance amending the fiscal year 2012-2013
General Fund Budget for the City of Kingsville to accept a grant from the Union
Pacific Foundation for Keep Kingsville Beautiful Program in conjunction with the
Community Appearance Department. {Director of Finance).

Introduction item.

23. Consider_introduction of an ordinance amending the Fiscal Year 2012-2013
General Fund Budget for Community Appearance to fund demolition projects
through the remaining fiscal year. {Director of Fihance).

Mr. Rushing stated that this item will appropriate $35,830 for property owned abatement
agreements for July $12,730, August $4,240, and September $7,420 for a subtotal of
$24,390. In addition there is another $11,440 which is for two different demolitions. The
two demolitions are the water tank and the old fire training building.

Introduction item.

24, Consider request from County to fund up to 1/3 of the estimated $17,375 cost to
repair _the equipment barn at the L.E. Ramey/County Golf Course, which is
contingent on the remaining funding being obtained from other sources first. (City

Manager).

Mr. Capell stated that the Golf Course Manager has approached the City for monetary
assistance in the repair of the equipment barn. The estimated portion requested is $5,792
which will be transferred from the catering fund of 103.0-319.00.

Mayor Fugate asked if this will be a new roof placed on the barn. Mr. Al Gola stated that it
will be replaced with a new roof and has received a bid from Gillespie Roofing which was
the lowest bid of two submitted. He further stated that the Kleberg County
Commissioner's Court has approved their share of the cost during a meeting held today.

Motion made by Commissioner Pena to approve request from County to fund up to
1/3 of the estimated $17,375 cost to repair the equipment barn at the L.E.
Ramey/County Golf Course, seconded by Commissioner Pecos and Commissioner
Garcia. The motion was passed and approved by the following vote: Garcia,
Leubert, Pecos, Pena, Fugate voting “FOR”.

25. Consider_introduction of an ordinance amending the Fiscal Year 2012-2013
Budget for the General Fund to assist with repair costs to the Equipment Barn at
the L.E. Ramey/County Golf Course. {Director of Finance).

Introduction item.

26. Consider introduction of an ordinance amending the Fiscal Year 2012-2013
General Fund budget for Community Appearance to purchase benches and
litter/recycling receptacles for the downtown area. (Director of Finance).
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Mr. Rushing stated that is a budget amendment to purchase benches and litter/recycling
receptacles for the downtown area. The total proposal is $21,175 of which $6,400 is
being contributed for the purchase of five benches. The request is for the City to
contribute the remaining $14,775 for the purchases of seventeen litter/recycling
receptacies.

Commissioner Garcia asked if the current benches will be replaced by the new benches.
Mrs. Cynthia Martin, Downtown and Volunteer Manager stated that the current benches
will not be replaced with the new ones.

Introduction item.

SUMMARY
This item authorizes staff to amend the interlocal agreement between TAMUK and
the City for the Javelina Innovation Lab to continue design work for Kleberg Avenue.

BACKGRCOUND

The City Commission approved the Interlocal Agreement with TAMUK relating to design
engineering work for Kleberg Avenue between the Kleberg County Courthouse and Third
Street via Resolution #2012-24 at a meeting on May 14, 2012. The City desires to
increase the scope of the project for additional engineering design work for ADA design
and electrical design at the intersection of 6™ Street and Kleberg Avenue, which will
necessitate an increase in time and funding. TAMUK will do additional engineering design
work for Kleberg Avenue from the Kleberg County Courthouse to 3™ Street, for an
additional amount of $6,000, so the total contract price with this amendment is for an
amount not to exceed $35,825.00. The execution of this agreement will ailow the Javelina
Innovation Lab to continue the design work for Kleberg Avenue from 3 Street to
Courthouse.

RECCMMENDATICN
Staff recommends approval of the interlocal agreement amendment for the
completion of this project.

FINANCIAL IMPACT
The design work for this project will cost the City an additional $6,000 which will
come from the City’s FY 2012 budget surplus.

This information is based off of previous demolitions. The charges stem from the rental of roll

off containers. We have been working with CC Disposal on these rentals at a discounted rate.
These rates are as follows:

Roll-Off (RO) rental: $35  Cost per container

Delivery Fee: $135 Cost to deliver each container to site
Haul Fee: $135 Cost for each haul to landfill

Fuel Recovery Fee:  Varies

Please note that property owners who sign an agreement for the building to be demolished by
City crews are generally charged the rental fee and a small percentage to cover State fees at the
landfill. An estimate is calculated by City staff at $1.50 per square foot, staff will then assess the
property to see if any other charges will apply. For example, an additional cost to remove any

concrete from the property is sometimes added. The estimated costs were calculated to be sure
roll-off rental and landfill fees will be covered.

The properties that are taken before Commission for a demolition order are charged the full cost
of the demo. This includes labor, equipment, RO rental, landfill fees and administration fees.
Although there is no “actual cost” to City for equipment & labor (the cost is internal), there is

however a fee for the rental of the roll-off containers. This cost must be paid in full after work is
done.

The properties listed for the months of August and September are an approximate figure.
Historically I have received anywhere from 2 — 4 agreements signed over for the City to demo.
Five (5) properties will be submitted for Commission approval for July 2013. Once the demo

order is approved, City crews will wait the appointed thirty (30) days before demolition
commences; which would be scheduled in September.

Additionally, to the above demolitions are two (2) structures that are abandoned and/or unsafe.

1. The fire training structure at a park located on W. Corral Ave. and N. 2™ St. This
structure has not been utilized m a many years. Due to its location on City park property
it is in an inappropriate place for its purpose. This structure was constructed with cinder
blocks and concrete. The City has received a quote of $5,200 for the demolition and
disposal of the building.

2. A water containment structure located on the property at 6™ and East Mesquite. This is
an abandoned water tank that has not been used in several years. The tank is an eyesore
and nuisance. The tank is constructed of concrete. The City has received a quote of
$5,200 for the demolition and disposal of the tank.

Because of the materials of which these two properties are made from, the expense to demolish
and haul to landfill increases. The Planning and Development Services — Community
Appearance Division requests $11,440 (total demo cost plus 10% contingency) to also be added
to the budget amendment to demolish these two structures. We are currently negotiating the
quoted costs for this demolition; the total may change slightly.

In conclusion, the total estimated cost to close out {iscal year 2012 through 2013 is $35,830.

(3) Any building or other structure which shall be determined to have a permanent or
temporary eclectrical installation condition existing in violation of the installation,
maintenance or repair provisions of the City Electrical Code as it is presently duly
enacted or may be enacted from time to time, and which shall be further determined, by
virtue of such condition in violation of the provisions of the Electrical Code to endanger
the safety of the building or structure or other buildings or structures or other property,

(4) Apny building or structure which shall be determined to contain a faulty and defective
structural condition existing in violation of the construction, maintenance and repair
provisions of the City Building Code as is presently duly enacted or may be enacted from
time to time, and which shall be further determined, by virtue of such condition in
violation of the Building Code to endanger the safety of the building or structure or other
buildings or structures or other property, and to endanger the safety and health of persons
who may have occasion to occupy and/or be in, on or about the premises, whether they be
the owner thereof or not.

(3) Any building or structure which shall be determined to have a permanent or
temporary sanitary condition existing in violation of the various health and sanitation
ordinances duly enacted and to be enacted from time to time, and which shall be further
determined, by virtue of such condition in violation of the provisions of the sanitation
ordinances to endanger the safety of the building or structure or other buildings or
structures or other property, and to endanger the safety and health of persons who may
have occasion to occupy and/or be in, on or about the premises, whether they be the
owner thereof or not.

The quality of the property tax system depends
on the appraisal district board of directors. Individuals nominated should bring the board
knowledge, judgment and expertise in establishing policies and procedures for the
district’s organization and operation.

I am enclosing information on what is involved in the Board of Director clections
process. This process requires interaction between cach taxing entity and the appraisal
district. The number of votes allocated to a voting unit is based on the ratio of its tax levy
in the preceding year to the total tax levy of all voting units. The Chief Appraiser is
required to use the most recent official tabulation of each voting unit’s prior year levy.
This is the amount levied not the amount allocated by the voting unit. The votes for each
jurisdiction are as shown in the enclosed document titled Calculation of Votes.

The information T have enclosed is taken out of the state comptroller’s Board of Directors
manual and Texas Property Tax Code.

Enclosed you will find appendix A, “Selection of Directors”, and a section calfed
“Eligibility Requirements” which is taken out of the Board of Directors manual and an

outline of required dates.

I have enclosed a copy of the Texas Property Tax Code section 6.03 Board of Directors,
which also discusses the Board of Directors election and your roll in the process.

REQUIRED DATES

. Before October I of an odd-numbered year, the chief appraiser must notify each
voting taxing unit of the number of votes it may cast.

. Before October 15 each voting unit may nominate by resolution adopted by its
goveming body, one candidate for each position on the board of directors and
must submit the names and addresses of the nominees to the chief appraiser.

. Before October 30 the chief appraiser must prepare a ballot listing all nominees
alphabetically by each candidate’s last name. The chief appraiser must deliver a
copy of this ballot to the presiding officer of the governing body of each voting
unit.

. Before December 15 the governing body of each taxing unit entitled to vote may
cast votes for one candidate or may distribute the votes among a number of
candidates on the ballot and shall determine its vote by resolution and submit it
to the chief appraiser.

. Before December 31 the chief appraiser must count the votes and declare the
candidates who received the largest vote totals elected and submit the results to
the governing body of each taxing unit in the district and to the candidates.

{npiposition of Board of Dirsoio

The board of directors is composed of five members.! The
number of directors can be increased up to 13 by action of
the board of directors.® However, the board may not make
this change if a voting taxing unit adopts a resolution oppos-

ing the change.®

Taxing units participating in the CAD may increase the num-
ber of directors up to 13 members if three-fourths of voting
taxing adopt resolutions.” A change is not valid if it reduces
the voting entitlement of one or more taxing units (unless the
unit adopts one of two specified resolutions) or if it expands the
types of taxing units that are entitled to vote on the appoint-
ment of directors?

The county TAC is a nonvoting director, if not appointed as a
voting director.? If a commissioner’s court of the county en-

ters into a contract for assessment and collections under Tax
Code Section 6.24(b} or if the CAD board of directors enters
into a contract for appraisal under Tax Code Sectiou 6.05(b),
then the county TAC is ineligible to serve on the board.'®

Throughout the selection process, the Property Tax Code
specifies dates for action by the chief appraiser and the tax-
ing units. The dates provided in Tax Code Section 6 03(f) and
(g} are directory and not mandatory.® However, the advice of
legal counsel should be obtained in such situations.

Eligibility: To be eligible to serve on a board, an individual
must be a resident of the CAD and must have resided in the
CAD for atleast two years immediately preceding the date of
taking office.* This residency requirement does not apply to
a county TAC serving as a nonvoting director.®

An employee of a 1axing unit that participates in the CAD
is not eligible to serve on the board of directors, unless that
individual also is a member of the governing body of the tax-
ing unit or an elected official of a taxing unit.* Membership
on the governing body of a taxing unit does not make an oth-
erwise eligible individual ineligibie to serve on the board

Owing delinquent property taxes disqualifies a person from
serving on the CAD board of directors.® The person is ineli-
gible if he or she owns property on which delinquent proper-
ty taxes have been owed for more than 60 days after the date
the person knew or should have known of the delinquency.®
This disqualification does not apply if the person is paying
the delinquent taxes and any penalties and interest under an
installment payment agreement or has deferred or abated a
suit to collect the delinquent taxes.”

A person is ineligible 1o serve on the board if the individual
is related within the second degree of consanguinity (blood)
or affinity (marriage) to the following;

A director who continues to hold office knowing he or she is
related in this manner to the above named persons commits a
Class B misdemeanor offense.®

An individual is not eligible to be appointed to or o serve
on the board of directors if an individual has a substantial
interest in a business entity that is party to a contract or the
individual is a party to a contract with the CAD*® This prohi-
bition also applies to contracts with a taxing unit that partici-
pates in the CAD if the contract relates to the performance
of an activity governed by the Property Tax Code.® A CAD
may not enter into a contract with a board member or with
a business entity in which a member of the board has a sub-
stantial interest.”® A taxing unit may not enter into a contract
relating to the performance of an activity governed by the
Property Tax Code with a board member in which the taxing
unit participates or with a business entity in which a board
member has a substantial interest.™

Term of Office and Vacancy: CAD
directors serve two-year terms.* Bach

VYoting taxing units may adopt staggered one and two-year
terms.* To adopt staggered terms, taxing units must take two
actions.” First, at least three-fourths of the voting taxing units
are required to adopt resalutions for staggered terms.”?

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A resolution proposing staggered terms must be filed with
the chief appraiser after June 30 and before Oct. 1.5 If the
chief appraiser determines that encugh taxing units filed
valid resolutions, he or she must notify all taxing units of
the change before Oct. 10.¢ Staggered terms take effect on
Jan. 1 of the next even-numbered year ™ To start staggering
terms, all members arc appointed for that year without regard

If a director’s vacancy oc-
curs on the board, each vot-
ing taxing unit nominates
by resolution a candidate to
fill the vacancy.® Within 45
days after receiving notice from the
board of directors that a vacancy exists, a taxing unit must

Board members are subject to conflict of interest provistons
in law, including Tax Code Section 6.036 which excludes
certain individuals from serving on the board of directors,
Local Government Code Chapter 171 applies to all local po-
litical officials, including boards of directors of CADs, Local
Government Code Chapter 176 applies to local goverument
officers of political subdivisions of the state™

A taxing unit may ask for the recall of any director the unit
voted for in the appointment process.® A recall starts when a
taxing unit files a resolution with the chief appraiser stating
that the unit is calling for the recall of a named member®
Within 10 days after a unit files a recall resolution, the chief
appraiser must give written notice of the filing of the resolu-
tion to the presiding officer of each voting taxing unit.®

Only the taxing units that voted for the member may vote.®
A recall-voting taxing unit has the same number of votes in
the recall that it cast in appointing the member to the board .5
A unit votes by submitting a resolution to the chief appraiser
on or before the 30th day after the recall resofution is filed ¥

Not laier than the 10th day after the last day for voting in favor

(a) The appraisal district is governed by a hoard of directors. Five directors are
appointed by the taxing units that participate in the district as provided by this
section. If the county assessor-collector is not appointed to the board, the county
assessor-collector serves as a nonvoting director. The county assessor-collector is
ineligible to serve if the board enters into a contract under Section 6.05(b) or if the
commissioners court of the county enters into a contract under Section 6.24(b). Ta
be eligible to serve on the board of directors, an individual other than a county
assessor-colector serving as a nonvoting director must be a resident of the district
and must have resided in the district for at least two years immediately preceding
the date the individual takes office. An individual who is otherwise eligible to serve
on the board is not ineligible because of membership on the governing body of a
taxing unit. An employee of a taxing unit that participates in the distriet is not
eligible to serve on the hoard unless the individual is also a member of the
governing body or an elected official of a taxing unit that participates in the district.

{b) Members of the hoard of directors other than a county assessor-collector
serving as a nonvoting director serve two-year terms beginning on January 1 of
even-numbered years.

(¢} Members of the board of directors other than a county assesgor-collector
serving as a nonvoting director are appointed hy vote of the governing bodies of the
incorporated cities and towns, the school districts, and, if entitled to vote, the
conservation and reclamation districts that participate in the district and of the
county. A governing hody may cast all its votes for one candidate or distribute
them among eandidates for any number of directorships., Conservation and reela-
mation districts are not entitled to vote unless at least one conservation and
reclamation distriet in the district delivers to the chief appraiser a written request to
nominate and vote on the board of directors hy June 1 of each odd-numbered year.
On receipt of a request, the chief appraiser shall certify a list by June 15 of all
eligible conservation and reclamation distriets that are imposing taxes and that
participate in the district.

(d) The voting entitlement of a taxing unit that is entitled to vote for directors is
deterrained by dividing the total dollar amount of property taxes imposed in the
district by the taxing unit for the preceding tax year by the sum of the total dollar
amount of property taxes imposed in the district for that year by each taxing unit
that is entitled to vote, by multiplying the quotient by 1,000, and by rounding the
produet to the nearest whole number. That number is multiplied by the number of
directorships to be filled. A taxing unit participating in two or more distriets is
entitled to vote in each district in which it participates, but only the taxes imposed in
a district are used to caleulate voting entitlement in that district.

(e) The chief appraiser shall ealeulate the number of votes to which each taxing
unit other than a conservation and reclamation district is entitled and shall deliver
written notice to each of those units of its voting entitlement before October 1 of
each odd-numbered year. The chief appraiser shall deliver the notice:
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PROPERTY TAX ADMINISTRATION § 6.03

(1) to the county judge and each commissioner of the county served by the
appraisal district;

(2) to the presiding officer of the governing hody of each city or town
participating in the appraisal district, to the city manager of each city or town
having a city manager, and to the city secretary or clerk, if there is one, of each
city or town that does not have a city manager; and

(3) to the presiding officer of the governing body of each school district
participating in the district and to the superintendent of those school distriets,
(f) The chief appraiser shall caleulate the number of votes to which each conserva-

tion and reclamation district entitled to vote for district directors is entitled and
shall deliver written notice to the presiding officer of each conservation and
reclamation district of its voting entitlement and right to nominate a person to serve
as a director of the district before July 1 of each odd-nambered year.

(g) Each taxing unit other than a conservation and reclamation district that is
entitled to vote may nominate by resolution adopted by its governing body one
candidate for each position to be filled on the board of directors. The presiding
officer of the governing body of the unit shall submit the names of the unit's
nominees to the chief appraiser before October 15.

(h) Each conservation and reclamation district entitled to vote may nominate by
resolution adopted by its governing body one candidate for the district’s board of
directors. The presiding officer of the conservation and reclamation distriet's
governing body shall submit the name of the district’s nominee to the chief
appraiser before July 15 of each odd-numbered year. Before August 1, the chief
appraiser shall prepare a nominating ballot, listing all the nominees of conservation
and reclamation distriets alphabetically by surname, and shall deliver a copy of the
nominating ballot to the presiding officer of the board of directors of each district,
The board of directors of each district shall determine its vote by resolution and
submit it to the chief appraiser before August 15. The nominee on the baliot with
the most votes is the nominee of the conservation and reclamation districts in the
appraisal district if the nominee received more than 10 percent of the votes entitled
to be cast by all of the conservation and reclamation districts in the appraisal
district, and shall be named on the ballot with the candidates nominated by the
other taxing units. The chief appraiser shall resolve a tie vote by any method of
chance.

() If no nominee of the conservation and reclamation districts receives more than
10 percent of the votes entitled to be cast under Subsection (h), the chief appraiser,
before September 1, shall notify the presiding officer of the board of directors of
each conservation and reclamation district of the failure to select a nominee. Rach
conservation and reclamation district may submit a nominee by September 15 to the
chief appraiser as provided by Subsection (h). The chief appraiser shall submit a
second nominating ballot by October 1 to the conservation and reclamation districts
as provided by Subsection (h). The conservation and reclamation districts shall
submit their votes for nomination before October 15 as provided by Subsection (h).
The nominee on the second nominating ballot with the most votes is the nominee of
the conservation and reclamation distriets in the appraisal district and shall be
named on the ballot with the candidates nominated by the other taxing umts. The
chief appraiser shall resolve a tie vote by any method of chance,

() Before October 30, the chief appraiser shall prepare a ballot, listing the
candidates whose names were timely submitted under Subsections (g) and, if
applicable, (h) or (i) alphabetically according to the first letter in each eandidate’s
surname, and shall deliver a copy of the ballot to the presiding officer of the
governing body of each taxing unit that, is entitled to vote,
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§ 6.03 ' PROPERTY TAX CODE

(k) The governing body of each taxing unit entitled to vote shall determine its
vote by resolution and submit it to the chief appraiser before December 16. The
chief appraiser shall count the votes, declare the five candidates who receive the
largest cumulative vote totals elected, and submit the results before December 31 to
the governing body of each taxing unit in the district and to the eandidates. For
purposes of determining the number of votes received by the candidates, the
candidate receiving the most votes of the conservation and reclamation distriets is
considered to have received all of the votes cast by conservation and reclamation
districts and the other candidates are considered not to have received any votes of
the conservation and reclamation districts. The chief appraiser shall resolve a tie
vote by any method of chance.

(1) If a vacancy occurs on the board of directors other than a vacancy in the
position held by a county assessor-collector serving as a nonvoting director, each
taxing unit that is entitled to vote by this section may nominate by resolution
adopted by its governing body a candidate to fill the vacancy. The unit shall submit
the name of its nominee to the chief appraiser within 45 days after notification from
the board of directors of the existence of the vacancy, and the chief appraiser shall
prepare and deliver to the board of directors within the next five days a list of the
nominees. The board of directors shall elect by majority vote of its members one of
the nominees to fill the vacancy.

§ 6.031. Changes in Board Membership or Selection

(a) The board of directors of an appraisal district, by resolution adopted and
delivered to each taxing unit participating in the district before August 15, may
increase the number of members on the board of directors of the district to not
more than 13, change the method or procedure for appointing the members, or both,
unless the governing body of a taxing unit that is entitled to vote on the appoint-
ment of board members adopts a resolution opposing the change, and files it with
the board of directors before September 1. If a change is rejected, the board shall
notify, in writing, each taxing unit participating in the district before September 15.

(b) The taxing units participating in an appraisal district may increase the
number of members on the board of directors of the district to not more than 18,
change the method or procedure for appointing the members, or both, if the
governing bodies of three-fourths of the taxing units that are entitled to vote on the
appointment of board members adopt resolutions providing for the change.

less than 50 percent of its voting entitlement under Section 6.03 of this code and if
that taxing unit's allocation of the budget is not reduced to the same proportional
percentage amount, or if it expands the types of taxing umits that are entitled to

Dear Mr. Rushing,

In an e-mail that you sent to me on August 7, 2813, you requested a letter from
me stating the reason why the Exempt section is not broken out on the comparison
of the net increase as it has in times past (as I mentioned in our phone
conversation on August 7, 2813). The reason why the appraisal district did not
breakdown the information as we have in the past is because the comptroller
changed some of the state coding for the state classifications of property.

These changes also included changes in classifications for exempt property. 1In
order for our computer firm to be able to conduct reporting in the format needed
by the state, some exempt codes had to be changed to accommodate for accurate
reporting. It was impossible within the timeframe given, to provide you with the
exact breakdown that you are used to seeing. The exemption information had to be
given in a total exempt line item so that you could compare apples to apples.
Doing a comparison from the 2012 year information to the 2013 year information in
a itemized breakdown with the coding as is, would have been misleading from one
year to the next. The appraisal district did however, provide the exemption
itemized breakdown in the totals with your appraisal rolls sent to your entity on
July 25, 2813, with the effective tax rate calculation information that was sent
to your entity on July 31, 2013 for your entities information and in an e-mail
sent to you August 7, 2013 so that if you wanted to do your own comparison, you
could do so.

ORDINANCE NO.

AMENDING THE CITY OF KINGSVILLE CODE OF ORDINANCES CHAPTER V,
ARTICLE 2, SEWERS, PROVIDING FOR AN INCREASE IN SEWER RATES;
REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH AND PROVIDING FOR
AN EFFECTIVE DATE AND PUBLICATION.

WHEREAS, this Ordinance is necessary' to protect the public safety, health, and welfare
of the City of Kingsviile.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF
KINGSVILLE, TEXAS: 3% increase
f.

THAT Section 5-2-2 of Article 2. Sewers of Chapter V, Public Works, of the Code of
Ordinances of the City of Kingsville, Texas, shall be amended to read as follows:

§ 5-2-2 USER CLASSIFICATIONS; SCHEDULE OF CHARGES.

(A) Single-family residential. Minimum monthly charge of $40-54; $10.86 with an
allowance of 2,000 gailons. For consumption in excess of 2,000 gallons a charge of
$3-01,$3.10 per 1,000 gallons will be levied to a maximum of 15,000 gallons after which
no further charge shail be levied.

(B) Duplex. Minimum monthly charge of $4+2.83, $13.32 with an allowance of 2,000
gallons. For consumption in excess of 2,000 gallons a charge of $3-84, $3.10 per 1,000
gallons will be levied.

(CY Multi-family residential (includes apartments of 3-4 units). Minimum monthly
charge of $19-78, $20.36 with an allowance for 3,000 gallons. For consumption in
excess of 3,000 gallons, a charge of $3-04, $3.10 per 1,000 gallons shall be levied.

(D) Commercial (includes hotels, motels, apartments over 4 units, and all others not
meeting any other categories). Minimum monthly charge$24-3%+. $25.04 with an
allowance of 3,000 gailons. For consumption in excess of 3,000 gallons a charge of
$317,$3.27 per 1,000 gallons will be levied.

(E) Irigation. No customer using city water services solely for irrigation purposes
shall be assessed a sewer charge.

(F) industrial plants. By special contract with the city.

(G) Billing charge. All sewer customers who are not billed for water services shall
be assessed a monthly billing charge of $-2:86, $2.13 in addition to their sewer charges.



(H)Y (1) OQutside city limits. All parts of this section shall apply to customers located
outside the city limits and who receive city sewer service except the rates to such
customers shall be as follows:

(2) Single-family residential. Minimum monthly charge of $12.08-$12.45 with
an allowance of 2,000 gallons. For consumption in excess of 2,000 gaiions a charge of
$3-45,$3.56 per 1,000 gallons of water consumed to a maximum of 15,000 gailons after
which no further charge shall be levied.

(3) Duplex. Minimum monthly charge of $44-58, $15.02 with an allowance of
2,000 gallons. For consumption in excess of 2,000 gallons a charge of $3-66; $3.77 per
1,000 gallons of water consumed.

(4) Multi-family residential (includes apartments of 3-4 units). Minimum
monthly charge of $22-73, $23.42 with an allowance of 3,000 gailons. For consumption

in excess of 3,000 gallons a charge of $3.68;, $3.77 per 1,000 gallons of water
consumed.

(5) Commercial (includes hotels, motels, apartments over 4 units, and all
others not meeting any of the above categories ). Minimum monthly charge of -$27-98,
$28.80 with an allowance of 3,000 gallons. For consumption in excess of 3,000 galions
a charge of $3.85; $3.76 per 1, 000 gallons of water consumed.

THAT all Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in confiict with this Ordinance are repealed
to the extent of such conflict only.

THAT if for any reason any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause, phrase, word or
provision of this ordinance shall be held invalid or unconstitutional by final judgment of a
court of competent jurisdiction, it shall not affect any other section, paragraph,
subdivision, clause, phrase, word or provision of this ordinance, for it is the definite
intent of this City Commission that every section, paragraph, subdivision, clause,
phrase, word or provision hereof be given full force and effect for its purpose.

V.

THAT this Ordinance shall be codified and become effective on and after adoption and
publication as required by law.

Two significant assumptions were made when forecasting the projected revenue for FY13:
»  Woeather patterns would remain "normal” for the projections period; and
« The volume of water and wastewater sates continues to grow at about 0.3% a year.

If the weather varies significantly from a “normal” weather pattern during the remainder of
FY13, this could alter the actual revenues collected (primarily from water sales). Typically,
the months of July and August, and in some cases September, are typically the hottest
months of the year and the months in which a significant portion of water revenue is
collected due to water use in the higher water rate tiers. If these months are wetter than
“‘normal”, water revenues collected will likely be less than projected. However, if these
months are drier than “normal”, then water revenue collected may be slightly higher than
projected, although the increase will likely be minimal.

Hours, and Grease Trap Inspections; it was assumed that the revenue received from these
operations is roughiy the same each month. Therefore, the revenue collected to date for
each category was divided by nine {9) (October 1* through June 30™) to obtain an average
monthly value. This value was then multiplied by three (3} (July 1*! through September
30™) to obtain a value of revenue remaining to be collected. For New Water Connections,
a lower value than that obtained with the methodology above was used for the remainder of
the fiscal year. The year-to-date revenue appears to have a large or several larger
connections being made to this system and that same pattern may not continue for the final
three months in the fiscal year. Finally, it was assumed that the Intergovernmental Income
was a one-time transfer, not likely to re-occur over the last three months of the fiscal year.

To calculate the expected remaining revenue to be collected for water sales and sewer
sales, the projected sales revenue for each was calculated on a monthly basis based upon
the average revenue for each individual month over the last three fiscal years.

SUMMARY
This item authorizes a budget amendment to the C.O. Series 2011 Utility funds (066)
for expenditures occurring this fiscal year for the purchase and installation of seven
(7) emergency generators at the city’s water production wells as per requirement of
the Texas Commission of Environmental Quality (TCEQ).

BACKGROUND

In FY 2012, $480,000.00 was budgeted with $36,900.00 expended during that fiscal
year for the project’s mobilization cost. Funds were not carried over during the FY
2013 budget process because it was assumed at budget preparation time that all
remaining generator purchases would be made in FY2012. In FY 2013 $375,000.90
had been expensed for the purchase and installation of six (6) generators at wells
#19, #20, #21, #22, #23 and #24 (each generator cost approximately $69,983.50,
including installation) . The seventh generator is planned for FY 2014 for well #25 at
an estimated cost of $68,100.00. The total for this budget amendment is
$375,000.00

The generators purchased and installed in FY2013 were charged against the prior
year (FY2012) purchase order. Because the generators were not delivered and
made usable until FY2013, the amounts charged to the prior year purchase order
must be reclassified as a FY2013 expenditure, necessitating the need for this
proposed budget amendment of $375,000.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE CITY OF KINGSVILLE
AND TEXAS A&M UNIVERSITY KINGSVILLE
RELATING TO
SPORTING EVENTS
AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the City of Kingsville and Texas A&M University-Kingsville (TAMUK) work
together for their mutual benefit whenever able to do so; and

WHEREAS, the University is a major contributor to the economic development of the
City by bringing people to the community for meetings, conferences, competitions and
athletic events; and

WHEREAS, the athletic facilities of the University draw tens of thousands of visitors to
the City throughout the year, especially the football stadium/track and field, which
recently underwent a major renovation that allows for more conference, regional, state,
and national events to be held on campus bringing even more visitors to the community
to sleep in local hotels and eat and shop in local establishments; and

WHEREAS, it is mutually deemed sound, desirable, practicable, and beneficial for the
parties to this agreement to render assistance to one another whenever practical in
accordance with these terms; and

NOW, THEREFORE, the City of Kingsville and Texas A&M University-Kingsville, in
consideration of these mutual covenants and agreements, agree as follows:

1. PARTIES. The parties to this Interlocal Agreement (“Agreement”) are the City of
Kingsville ("City"), a Texas home rule municipality, and Texas A&M University-Kingsville
(“TAMUK”), a member of the Texas A&M University System, a state agency, and Texas
institution of higher education.

2. PURPOSE.

A. TAMUK will promote economic development in the city via pursuing annual and
multi-year sporting event agreements (e.g. UIL, Lone Star Conference, NCAAI|
Regional, NCAAIl National) to be held at its athletic facilities for an amount not to
exceed $25,000.00 per year. In addition, TAMUK will provide meeting rooms to
the City on occasion at mutually agreeable times and locations and will allow the
City use of signage at mutually agreeable times and locations. Community
Appreciation Day (i.e. Javelina Football) will be re-named “Kingsville Community
Appreciation Day” and Javelina Athletics will provide 150 general admission
football tickets to the City annuaily.

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B. The City will pay TAMUK an amount not to exceed $25,000.00 per year for said
services and benefits.

3. TERM.

A. This Agreement shall be for a term of one year, July 22, 2013 through July 21,
2014.

B. This Agreement will automatically renew for one (1) year renewal terms each year
for a maximum total of ten (10) years inclusive of the initial term.

C. This Agreement may be terminated at any time by any party with or without cause
upon thirty (30) days advance written notice.

D. Any notice of termination shall be sent to the other party to this interlocal
agreement at the address listed in paragraph 4 of this agreement.

4. MISCELLANEQUS PROVISIONS.

A. Notice. Notice required by this Interlocal Agreement may be given or served
by depositing the notice in the United States Mail, in certified or registered form,
postage prepaid, addressed to the other party, or by delivering the notice in
person to the other party. Notice deposited in the United States Mail in the
manner prescribed in this subsection is effective upon deposit. The addresses of
the parties are:

B. Effect of Waivers. No waiver by either party of any default, violation, or
breach of the terms, provisions, and covenants contained in this [nteriocal
Agreement may be deemed or construed to constitute a waiver of any other
violation or breach of any of the terms, provisions, and covenants of this
Agreement.

C. Amendment of Interlocal Agreement. This Agreement may be amended at any
time. Any amendment to this Agreement must be in writing and agreed to by the
governing bodies of the parties. No officer or employee of any of the parties has

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authority to waive or otherwise modify the limitations in this Agreement, without
the express action of the governing body of the party.

D. Not For Benefit of Third Parties. This Agreement and all activities under this
Agreement are solely for the benefit of the parties and not the benefit of any
third parties.

E. Exercise of Police Powers. This Agreement and all activities under this
Agreement are undertaken solely as an exercise of the police power of the
parties, exercised for the health, safety, and welfare of the public generally, and
not for the benefit of any particular person or persons. The parties do not have
and may not be deemed to have any duty to any particular person or persons.

F. Immunities Not Waived. Nothing in this Agreement waives any governmental,
official, or other immunity or defense of any of the parties or their officers,
employees, representatives, and agents as a result of the execution of this
Agreement and the performance of the covenants contained in this Agreement.

G. Mutual Indemnification: To the extent allowed by the Constitution and Laws
of the State of Texas, TAMUK, and City agree that each party assumes any and
all risks of liability, loss, damages, claims, or causes of action and related
expenses, including attorney fees, caused or asserted to have been caused
directly or indirectly by or as the result of the negligent acts or omissions of that
party and the officers, employees, and agents thereof.

H. Captions. Captions to provisions of this Interlocal Agreement are for
convenience and shall not be considered in the interpretation of the provisions.

|. Fiscal Obligations. Each party which performs services or furnishes aid under
this Agreement must do so with funds available from current revenues of the
party, which are subject to annual appropriations.

J. Interlocal Cooperation Act Applies. The parties enter into this Interlocal
Agreement under the Texas Government Code Chapter 791 (Interlocal
Cooperation Act). The parties agree that activities under this Agreement are
"governmental functions and services" and that the parties are a "local
government" and a “state agency” as those terms are defined in this Agreement
and in the Interlocal Cooperation Act.

K. Approval by Governing Bodies. Each party represents that this Agreement
has been duly passed and approved by the governing body of the party as
required by the Texas Interiocal Cooperation Act, Chapter 791, Texas
Government Code or that proper power and authority has been delegated by the
governing body.

L. Entirety of Agreement. No other oral or written commitments of the parties
with respect to the usage of facilities or signage may have any force or effect if
not contained in this Interlocal Agreement or any amendments thereto.

M. Severability. If any provision contained in this Agreement is held invalid for
any reason, the invalidity does not affect other provisions of the Agreement that
can be given effect without the invalid provision, and to this end the provisions of
this Agreement are severable.

N. Validity and Enforceability. If any current or future legal limitations affect the
validity or enforceability of a provision of this Agreement, then the legal
limitations are made a part of this Agreement and operate to amend this
Agreement to the minimum extent necessary to bring this Agreement into
conformity with the requirements of the limitations, and so modified, this
Agreement continues in full force and effect.

O. Warranty. The individuals executing this agreement on behalf of each party
represent and warrant that they are each the duly authorized representatives of
such party on whose behalf the individuals are signing, each with full power and
authority to bind said party to each term and condition set forth in this agreement.

P. Governing Laws. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State
of Texas.

Q. Venue. Venue for an action arising under this Agreement is in Kleberg

party that cannot be resolved in the ordinary course of business. City shall
submit written notice of a claim of breach of contract under this Chapter to
Director of Procurement and General Services of TAMUK, who shall examine
City’s claim and any counterclaim and negotiate with City in an effort to resolve
the claim.

1. Purpose. To establish an Operating Agreement defining
responsibilities and the Concept of Operations for managing
emergency calls {“911” calls) at Naval Air Station {NAS)
Kingsville and Navy interactions with the Kingsville Police
Department Communications Bureau.

2., Scepe. This Operating Agreement covers emergency calls
originating from NAS Kingsville and any associated cff-base

areds.

3. Background

a. Commander, Navy Region Southeast (CNRSE) has moved NAS
Kingsville Fmergency Dispatch responsibility from the NAS
Kingsville Dispatch Center to the CNRSE Regional Dispatch Center
{RDC} located in Jacksonville, Florida.

b. CNRSE RDC, Kingsville Police Department Communications
Bureau and NAS Kingsville must establish procedures and a
Concept of Operations for handling emergency calls originating
from on-board NAS Kingsville. The purpose cof such planning is
to ensure all ‘911’ calls fcor service are answered by eilther the
CNRSE RDC or the Kingsville Pclice Department Communications
Bureau, and that procedures are established to ensure proper
management and/or transfer of calls.

4. Concept of Operations

a. Normal Operaticons. Emergency calls criginating from on-
board NAS Kingsville are automatically routed to the CNRSE RDC,
which is responsible for dispatching NAS Kingsville
Fire/Emergency Medical Services (EMS) and Security personnel as
appropriate. The Kingsville Police Department Communications
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Bureau Will transfer any received emergency calls originating
from NAS Kingsville {i.e., cellular phone calls) to the CNRSE
RDC.

b. Continuity of Operations. If the CNRSE RDC is non-
operational, NAS Kingsville will activate the Continuity of
Operations (COQP) Dispatch Center, leocated on-board NAS
Kingsville. All emergency calls normally routed to the RDC will
be automatically re-routed to the NAS Kingsville COOP Dispatch
Center. The Kingsville Police Department Communications Bureau
will transfer any received emergency calls originating from NAS
Kingsville to the NAS Kingsville COOP Dispatch Center using the
normal transfer phone number.

¢. COOP Transition. During the brief transition period
between the CNRSE RDC becoming non-operational and the NAS
Kingsville COOP Dispatch Center activation, emergency calls
intended for the RDC will automatically failcover to the
Kingsville Pclice Department Communications Bureau. The
Kingsville Pclice Department Communications Bureau will receive
these calls and notify NAS Kingsville Fire or Security.

5. Responsibilities
a. Kingsville Police Department Communications Bureau
shall:

(1) Transfer any received emergency calls for service
that originate within the jurisdiction of WNAS Kingsville to the
CNRSE RDC.

(2) When transferring emergency calls to the Navy,
remain on the telephone line long enough to ensure Navy Dispatch
personnel have received the call.

(3) If the CNRSE RDC does not answer the transferred
emergency call, contact NAS Kingsville Fire or Security using
alternate phone numbers provided by NAS Kingsville.

(4) If the RDC becomes incapable of receiving emergency
calls, be prepared to receive emergency calls intended for the
RDC and notify NAS Kingsville Fire or Security as appropriate.
{(Note —~ The Kingsville Police Department Communications Bureau
will only receive RDC failover calls during the brief transition
period between the RDC becoming non-operational and the NAS
Kingsville COOP Dispatch Center activation.)
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(5) Assign a point of contact for resolving procedural
questions and issues.

(6) Assign a point of contact to be notified in the
event of CNRSE RDC becoming non-operational (emergency
evacuation or catastrophic system failure) and when the NAS
Kingsville COOP Dispatch Center is activated.

(7} Work with NAS Kingsville to update the Master Street
Address Guide (MSAG) as appropriate to incorporate any NAS
Kingsville addressing changes.

{8) Notify CNRSE RDC of its intention to evacuate the
Kingsville Police Department Communications Bureau Public Safety
Answering Point (PSAP} for any reason, to include hurricane or
fire alarm evacuation and catastrophic system failures.

(9) Endeavor to continue to provide the support
described in this agreement to the CNRSE RDC in case of
mobilization or other naticnal defense emergency or event. The
Kingsville Police Department Communications Bureau’s continued
ability to do so may be diminished or terminated as a result of
mobilization or other national defense emergency. CNRSE RDC
acknowledges the possibility of diminished or terminated support
resulting from such events or causes, and hereby prospectively
relieves the Kingsville Police Department Communications Bureau
from the consequences of such diminished or terminated support.

{10) Annually review and validate this Operating
Agreement for currency and effectiveness, and update as
appropriate.

b. CNRSE RDC shall:

(1) Transfer any received emergency calls for service
that originate outside of the jurisdiction of NAS Kingsville to
the Kingsville Police Department Communications Bureau.

(2) Notify the Kingsville Police Department
Communications Bureau and NAS Kingsville of its intention to
vacate the CNRSE RDC and activate the NAS Kingsville COOP
Dispatch Center for any reason, to include emergency evacuation
or catastrophic system failure.

{3) If the CNRSE RDC becomes non-operational, be
responsible for ensuring the telephone service provider
automatically re-routes all incoming emergency calls to the NAS
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Kingsville COOQOP Dispatch Center. The Kingsville Police
Department Communications Bureau PSAP shall not be required to
re-program its phone transfer equipment to accommodate the RDC.

{4) Coordinate in advance with the Kingsville Police
Department Communications Bureau PSAP of any changes or
modifications to the NAS Kingsville 911 system or call routing
that would affect functionality or operations agreed upon by
this Operating Agreement.

(5) Assign a point of contact for resolving procedural
guestions and issues.

{6) Assign a point of contact to be notified in the
event of the Kingsville Police Department Communications Bureau
PSAP’'s emergency evacuation or catastrophic system failure.

(7) Assume all costs for Navy RDC equipment, services
and the recurring monthly costs of phone circuits and Automatic
Location Identification {(ALI) database access.

(8) Annually review and validate this Operating
Agreement for currency and effectiveness, and update as
appropriate.

c. NAS Kingsville shall:

(1) Activate the NAS Kingsville COOP Dispatch Center
whenever the CNRSE RDC becomes non-operational, receive
emergency calls, and dispatch NAS Kingsville Fire and Security
personnel as reguired.

(2) Notify the CNRSE RDC and the Kingsville Police
Department Communications Bureau when the COOP Dispatch Center
has been activated and is capable of receiving emergency calls.

(3) Identify a First Responder point of contact and
phone number to receive and respond to emergency call
information passed from the Kingsville Police Department
Communications Bureau during the brief transition period between
the CNRSE RDC becoming non-operational and the NAS Kingsville
COOP Dispatch Center activation.

{(4) Assign a point of centact to be notified if the
CNRSE RDC becomes non-operational and the NAS Kingsville COOP
Dispatch Center must be activated.
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(5) Assign a point of centact for resolving procedural
questions and issues.

(6) Provide the Kingsville Police Department
Communications Bureau with any NAS Kingsville addressing changes
so the Kingsville Police Department Communications Bureau can
update the local Master Street Address Guide (MSAG).

(7) Annually review and validate this Operating
Agreement for currency and effectiveness, and update as

appropriate.

6. Other Provisiocns

a. Availability of State/Local Funds: All obligations
assumed by the Kingsville Police Department Communications
Bureau under this agreement are subject to the availability of
appropriated funds for the purpcse of carrying out such
obligatiocns; as such funds are appropriated by the State of
Texas and/or Kleberg County and/or City of Kingsville and are
made avallable to the Kingsville Pclice Department
Communications Bureau for such purpose. CNRSE RDC and NAS
Kingsville hereby release the Kingsville Police Department
Communications Bureau from any claims based upon or attributable
to the Kingsville Police Department Communications Bureau being
unable to carry out its obligations assumed under this agreement
due to a lack of appropriated funds made available to it for
such purpose.

b. Availability of Navy Funds: All obligations assumed by
CNRSE RDC and NAS Kingsville under this agreement are subject to
the availability of appropriated funds for the purpose of
carrying out such obligations; as such funds are appropriated by
the U.S. Congress and made available to CNRSE RDC and NAS
Kingsville for such purpose. The Kingsville Police Department
Communications Bureau hereby releases CNRSE RDC and NAS
Kingsville from any claims based upon or attributable to CNRSE
RDC being unable to carry out its obligations assumed under this
agreement due to a lack of appropriated funds made available to
it for such purpose.

7. Termination of Agreement. This Operating Agreement may be
terminated by any party, upon written notice given not less than
30 days prior to the requested termination date, unless all
parties agree to a lesser period. Termination by any party
shall not provide the basis for any claim against the U.S.
Government or State of Texas.

WHEREAS, the City of Kingsville ("City”) tries to work with others for their mutual
benefit whenever able to do so and has been approached by the Ed Rachal
Foundation ("Foundation”) to take the Petra Vela Kenedy house; and

structure based on its history and its significance with the history, heritage and
plans of the City of Kingsville, which would benefit the lives of those who live,
work, and visit here; and

— Resolution Authorizing City Manager to enter into an Agreement
between the City of Kingsville and the Ed Rachal Foundation relating to the Petra Vela
Kenedy House — Finaneing options for restoration, renovation, repair and other related
costs of putting this structure into service. '

The cost figures included in the attached documentation are realistic given the possible uses listed for
the Petra Vela Kenedy House. Assuming the City is able to meet certain conditions, the Ed Rachal
Foundation would provide the City with $75,000 to engineer and relocate the structure and construct a
foundation for its placement. Staff is hopeful, but not certain, that its judicious expenditure of these
funds would leave some amount of money for replacement and reroofing of the structure as well.

In addition to the house and cash gift from the Ed Rachal Foundation, its memorandum dated July 18,
2013 stipulates that there would be an opportunity “....to apply for further assistance from the
Foundation when architectural and programming plans are developed.”

It is not unreasonable to expect that the City of Kingsville might be required to spend an additional
$75,000 to $150,000 to make the structure fully accessible and usable. The Commission’s decision
about how best to use the structure will likely have a significant impact on the cost.

Should the City Commission decide to enter into this agreement and proceed with the project, it would
be my proposal that the City’s portion of estimated costs of $75,000 to $150,000 be appropriated from
existing General Fund balance reserves and/or future FY13 and/or FY 14 budget savings.

AN AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE CITY OF KINGSVILLE
AND THE ED RACHAL FOUNDATION

RELATING TO
THE PETRA VELA KENEDY HOUSE

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the City of Kingsville (“City”") tries to work with others for their mutual
benefit whenever able to do so and has been approached by the Ed Rachal Foundation
("Foundation”) to take the Petra Vela Kenedy house; and

WHEREAS, the Foundation believes the City may be a suitable location for the
structure based on its history and its significance with the history, heritage and plans of
the City of Kingsville, which would benefit the lives of those who live, work, and visit
here; and

WHEREAS, the Petra Kenedy was married to Captain Mifflin Kenedy, longtime partner
to Captian Richard King, founder of the King Ranch and namesake for the City; and

WHEREAS, the Kings and Kenedys were neighbors and both couples lived on what is
now the King Ranch, with the Kenedys living in this structure on the Laureles Ranch
(now Division); and

WHEREAS, the City of Kingsville was founded from within the King Ranch and along a
railroad that was financed by King, Kenedy and others; and

WHEREAS, the Foundation is willing to grant and donate title to the Petra Vela Kenedy
house to the City, along with a sum of $75,000 to prepare, transport, and secure the
structure subject to certain conditions; and

WHEREAS, the City plans for the Petra Vela Kenedy house, once relocated, to be re-
used for public purposes, interpreting the history and heritage of South Texas as it was
lived in that house; and

WHEREAS, it is mutually deemed sound, desirable, practicable, and beneficial for the
parties to this agreement to render assistance to one another whenever practical in
accordance with these terms; and

NOW, THEREFORE, the City of Kingsville and the Ed Rachal Foundation, in
consideration of these mutual covenants and agreements, agree as follows:

1. PARTIES. The parties to this Agreement (“Agreement”) are the City of Kingsville
("City"), a Texas home rule municipaility, and the Ed Rachal Foundation (‘the
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Foundation”), a corporation for the benefit of charitable, scientific, literary and
educational purposes within the State of Texas.

2. PURPOSE.

A. The Foundation will grant and donate to the City title to the Petfra Vela Kenedy
house.

B. The Foundation will grant and donate a sum of $75,000 to prepare, transport and
secure on suitable foundations the Petra Vela Kenedy house subject to the
following:

a. An agreed-upon schedule for removing the structure from Foundation
property;

b. A plan that describes how the building will be used in a way that satisfies
the mission statement of the Foundation;

¢. An acknowledgment of the receipt of the fair market value of the house
when the appraisal that the Ed Rachal Foundation has commissioned is
completed; and

d. The opportunity to apply for further assistance from the Foundation when
architectural and programming plans are developed.

C. The City will accept the grant and donation of the structure and money subject to
the foregoing conditions.

3. TERM.

A. This Agreement shall be for a term of one year, August 12, 2013 through August
11, 2014.

B. This Agreement may be terminated at any time by any party with or without cause
upon thirty (30) days advance written notice.

C. Any notice of termination shall be sent to the other party to this agreement at the
address listed in paragraph 4 of this agreement.

4. MISCELLANEQOUS PROVISIONS.

A. Notice. Notice required by this Agreement may be given or served by
depositing the notice in the United States Mail, in certified or registered form,
postage prepaid, addressed to the other party, or by delivering the notice in
person to the other party. Notice deposited in the United States Mail in the
manner prescribed in this subsection is effective upon deposit. The addresses of
the parties are:

B. Effect of Waivers. No waiver by either party of any default, violation, or
breach of the terms, provisions, and covenants contained in this Agreement
may be deemed or construed to constitute a waiver of any other violation or
breach of any of the terms, provisions, and covenants of this Agreement.

C. Amendment of Agreement. This Agreement may be amended at any time.
Any amendment to this Agreement must be in writing and agreed to by the
governing bodies of the parties. No officer or employee of any of the parties has
authority to waive or otherwise modify the limitations in this Agreement, without
the express action of the governing body of the party.

D. Not For Benefit of Third Parties. This Agreement and all activities under this
Agreement are solely for the benefit of the parties and not the benefit of any
third parties.

E. Exercise of Police Powers. This Agreement and all activities under this
Agreement are undertaken solely as an exercise of the police power of the
parties, exercised for the health, safety, and welfare of the public generally, and
not for the benefit of any particular person or persons. The parties do not have
and may not be deemed to have any duty to any particular person or persons.

F. Immunities Not Waived. Nothing in this Agreement waives any governmental,
official, or other immunity or defense of any of the parties or their officers,
employees, representatives, and agents as a result of the execution of this
Agreement and the performance of the covenants contained in this Agreement.

G. Mutual Indemnification: To the extent allowed by the Constitution and Laws
of the State of Texas, the Foundation and City agree that each party assumes
any and all risks of liability, loss, damages, claims, or causes of action and
related expenses, including attorney fees, caused or asserted to have been
caused directly or indirectly by or as the result of the negligent acts or
omissions of that party and the officers, employees, and agents thereof.
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H. Captions. Captions to provisions of this Agreement are for convenience and
shall not be considered in the interpretation of the provisions.

I. Eiscal Obligations. Each party which performs services or furnishes aid under
this Agreement must do so with funds available from current revenues of the
party, which are subject to annual appropriations.

J. Approval by Governing Bodies. Each party represents that this Agreement
has been duly passed and approved by the governing body of the party e or that
proper power and authority has been delegated by the governing body.

K. Entirety of Agreement. No other oral or written commitments of the parties
with respect to the usage of facilities or signage may have any force or effect if
not contained in this Agreement or any amendments thereto.

If any current or future legal limitations affect the
validity or enforceability of a provision of this Agreement, then the legal
limitations are made a part of this Agreement and operate to amend this
Agreement to the minimum extent necessary to bring this Agreement into
conformity with the requirements of the limitations, and so modified, this
Agreement continues in full force and effect.

N. Warranty. The individuals executing this agreement on behalf of each party
represent and warrant that they are each the duly authorized representatives of
such party on whose behalf the individuals are signing, each with full power and
authority to bind said party to each term and condition set forth in this agreement.

0. Governing Laws. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State
of Texas.

P. Venue. Venue for an action arising under this Agreement is in Kleberg
County, Texas.

Q. Effective Date. This Agreement is effective on the date when the last party
executes this agreement.

R._Multiple Originals. Two (2) copies of this Agreement are executed; each shall
be deemed an original.

The mission of the Ed Rachal Foundation is established by the last will and
testament of the Foundation’s benefactor in which he decreed ...I devise and bequeath
the rest and residue of my estate of every kind and whetesoever simated real, petsonal
and mixed to such corparation to be used exclusively for the benefit of charitable,
scientific, literary ot educational purposes within the State of Texas.”

Rancher and cattleman Ed Rachal, Jt. was botn in Rockport, Texas, in 1878. The
entire Rachal family was deeply involved in stock-raising and planting, The Rachals also
believed deeply in education; and this combination of comtmitments to education and
youth, and to the land and its resoutces, is the cornerstone of the Ed Rachal Foundation's
mission.

This past Januaty, the Foundation acquired the McGloin Homestead on which
the Stillman House and the Petra Vela Kenedy House were located. The Stillman House
has recently been moved to Brownsville for renovation and re-use.

The Foundation is interested in finding a suitable home for the Petra Vela
Kenedy House and we have been led to believe that thete may be a match of the
structure, its history and its significance with the history, heritage and plans of the City of
Kingsville.

The story of Petra Kenedy is the histoty of northern Mexico and South Texas.

Kenedy was martied to Captain Mifflin Kenedy, longtime partner to Captain Richard
I<ing, founder of the King Ranch and namesake for the City of Kingsville. For a decade,
the Kings and Kenedys were neighbots and both couples lived on what is now the King
Ranch, with the Kenedys living in this structure on the Laureles Ranch (now Division).

The City of Kingsville was founded from within the King Ranch and along a
tailroad that was financed by King, Kenedy and othets. Many of the 26,000 residents of
today’s Kingsville trace their hertitage through Kinenos and Kenedenos.

The City of Kingsville is redeveloping its historic downtown, including
repurposing of public space along the train tracks and 6th Street. We understand that
there 1s a proposal to locate and re-use the Petra Vela Kenedy house as part of that
redevelopment.

PETRA VELA DE VIDAL KENEDY, rancher and philanthropist, was born on January 31, 1823, in
Mier, Mexico. Her family had ranch land along both the Nueces River and the Rio Grande. Her sto-
ry is the story of the Tejanos who lived between the Nueces and Rio Grande for generations.

Her family was from Catalonia in Spain. An ancestor was Francisco Vela , born in 1625, a rancher
and army captain in Durango, Mexico. Later family members settled Mier, Mexico, near the Rio
Grande. Her family had two ranches on the north side of the Rio Grande: Santa Teresa (8,856
acres) in Starr and Hogg Counties and Veleno (8,856 acres) near Lake Corpus Christi.

Petra was married to Luis Vidal, originally from Greece, who a colonel of the Mexican army. They
had six children before Luis died. She married rancher Mifflin Kenedy on April 16, 1852, in
Brownsville. Mifflin was a Quaker, but he accepted her Catholic faith. Intermarriage between white
men and Mexican women was not common. The Kenedys had six children, and another was adopt-
ed. Petra dedicated her life to the domestic support of the family and their ranches. In 1854, the
Kenedys owned a flock of 10,000 sheep in Hidalgo County, The Kenedys extended their wealth
through the cotton trade and steam-boating, and in partnership with Richard King in land, cattle,
horses, and sheep. Her family helped establish Brownsville..

This was a turbulent period and Petra’s family fought on both sides in several wars. She lost family
members to war, battles and lawlessness. In 1869, the Kenedy family moved from Brownsville to
the Laureles Ranch, where they resided on 172,000 acres. 161 workers were employed there, in-
cluding vaqueros, shepherds, and laborers.

In 1882, the Kenedys sold the ranch to the Scottish-owned Texas Land and Cattle Company. The
Kenedy family established the Kenedy Pasture Company in Cameron County (now Kenedy County)
with headquarters at La Parra Ranch, the home of their son, John G. Kenedy. Petra and Mifflin re-
tired to Corpus Christi in an [talian villa-style home on the bluff, where the family helped to devel-
op that city, including developing a rail line to Laredo.

A devout Catholic, she made generous donations to churches in Corpus Christi and in Brownsville.
Petra died at Corpus Christi on March 16, 1885, and was buried at Brownsville.

Her home on Laureles, with many extensions was used far beyond her occupancy, first by the Tex-
as Land and Cattle Company and their long-term manager John Todd. The ranch passed into the
possession of King Ranch on October 25, 1906. The Laurcles Ranch is the largest of the four divi-
sions of the King Ranch and is in Kleberg County, extending north from the shores of Baffin Bay to
the Nueces county line and totaling more than 250,000 acres. Employees on the Laureles include
several generations of the same family, born and raised on the division.

Petra’s House, and its extensions, was used as a ranch house and for a period as a chapel, for over
100 years, by Kenedys, Todds and Klebergs. In 1985, it was deemed surplus and moved off the
ranch for safekeeping.

Rancher and cattleman Ed Rachal, Jr. was born in Rockport, Texas on July 12, 1878. The
family moved to South Texas in the mid-nineteenth century.

Rachal's early years were spent learning the skills of a cowman: roping, riding, branding cat-
tle, even rope twirling. He attended Bayview College, and was part of its first graduating
class.

At the age of about twenty, he arrived in Falfurrias by way of Oklahoma, where he had rid-
den on a cattle drive sometime in the 1890s. He went to work on the Santa Rosa Ranch, east
of Falfurrias, and in 1904 his parents, brothers and sisters followed him there. The entire
Rachal family cherished the land and were always deeply involved in stock raising and
planting. Ed Rachal's father had the first citrus orchard in Falfurrias.

On October 9, 1912 Ed Rachal married Miss Louise Allen of Wolf Creek, Tennessee. She had
come to Falfurrias with her sister Helen to teach school.

Ed Rachal and his wife loved children, though they had none of their own. They cared for
their nephew and niece after the children's mother died. They often invited young people to
borrow books and ride their horses, and hosted frequent square-dances and other entertain-
ment for them. The Rachals also believed deeply in education, and this combination of com-
mitments to education and youth, and to the land and its resources, is the cornerstone of
the Ed Rachal Foundation's mission.

Louise Rachal died in 1938; Ed Rachal died in 1964. The mission of the Ed Rachal Founda-
tion was established by his last will and testament, which decreed, "...I devise and bequeath
the rest and residue of my estate of every kind and wheresoever situated real, personal and
mixed, to such corporation to be used exclusively for the benefit of charitable, scientific, lit-
erary or educational purposes within the State of Texas"

In keeping with this instruction, the Ed Rachal Foundation was created on July 29, 1965.
This rather profound, albeit simple statement provides the mission pursued by the Founda-
tion's management, staff and Board of Directors.



Project Description

We in Kingsville are interested in the Laureles Ranch Headquarters as an important part of our bi-
cultural and ranching history.

We understand that the headquarters was the Kenedy home on the Laureles Ranch for a period of
time between 1869 and 1882. They lived in what later became Kleberg County and never them-
selves lived in Kenedy County, although their children and grandchildren did.

Both Mr. and Mrs. Kenedy had very significant ties into the Kingsville community.

The house was also used by generations of Klebergs and King Ranch employees for a residence
and as a chapel.

The structure is a Kleberg County artifact that relates to local history and to the history of the larg-
er region and culture,

We feel that the building and its connections would contribute to our efforts in heritage protection
and tourism development .

The Ed Rachal Foundation has offered to assist in our relocation and adaptive reuse of the build-
ing for “charitable, scientific, literary or educational purposes”.

We request funds from the Foundation to relocate the structure to the City Downtown Park, to
place it on appropriate foundations.

Structural and site engineering $ 5,000

Preparation for move $ 5,000
Move $ 20,000
Move support $ 15,000
Foundation $ 30,000
Total $75,000

We are receiving estimates for roofing, weathering-in and further renovations.

Preliminary estimates cover a wide dollar range. A roof might cost $12,000 - $20,000. Renova-
tions might cost $75,000—$150,000, depending on partnerships, manpower and level of finish.

Currently (as of July 31, 2013} the Foundation is obtaining an appraisal for the structure by some-
one qualified to make such an appraisal so that they can offer and the city can consider accepting
the structure and grant.

Also, a house mover is assembling bids for all of the pieces involved in the move: engineering, re-
inforcement, heavy equipment, permitting, utility management, escorting, foundation preparation,

securing, etc.

We are exploring partnerships and renovation estimates.



Adaptive Reuse

The original Kingsville town site had parkland laid out on both sides of the railroad tracks and also
where the 1909 HM King School is located. Those sites acquired other uses over the years.
Kleberg Avenue for a time became the de facto downtown park.

As we plan for downtown retail revitalization, we are protecting access to and through traffic on
Kleberg Avenue for retail business and managing the use of the street for appropriate events.

We are pursuing plans and opportunities to create a public Downtown Park within the open space
and public facilities between Sth and 6th Street and between King and Lee Avenues. This is an
important element of infrastructure planning for downtown revitalization.

We are also programming the site around the 1909 HM King School, the new City Hall, for comple-
mentary public uses.

This structure can complement either of those public spaces and public facilities and can support
a range of public and private events.

Our proposal is to have the structure moved into downtown Kingsville with two site proposals:

Proposal number 1 is to move it onto City property on 6th Street between the Downtown Park Pa-
vilion and the Well 19 water tank.

Currently, that site is comprised of a 100 feet by 100 feet lot that may be expanded when the water
tank facility is updated. Assuming 10,000 square feet lot and roughly 50 by 50 feet footprint for
the house, that means the house would cover 25% of the lot. There would be even more open
space when fencing is relocated.

Proposal number 2 is to move it onto City property on 3rd Street and King Avenue on the grounds
of the new City Hall

This site would have extreme visibility and would add an additional heritage element to the proper-
ty that could be used for meetings, events and contain mterpretive material. It might event be-
come a visitors’ center in the future.

This site was originally proposed for an outdoor theater but the location was judged to be to close
to the highway and highway noise. The site is roughly 110 feet by 160 feet, or 17,600 square feet.
The house would cover 15%.

We envision the structure being renovated as the very simple, wood frame structure that it had
been: wood plank walls, wood plank ceiling and wood plank floors with simple ornamentation with
simple and pragmatic utilities and systems.

We propose having a handicapped restroom, a simple caterer kitchen and a lockable storage locker
or closet.

We envision the installation of low maintenance interpretive panels with information and illustra-
tions that convey the unique history of South Texas as represented by the life and legacy of Petra
Vela Kenedy.

We envision working with the Engineering School, its proposed Historic Preservation Institute and
others on both the design and the labor for this renovation.



Keeping the house simple and low maintenance, minimal fixtures and furnishing and with
low intrusion interpretive panels makes it easy to manage and practical to make available for
mary other users and uses:

Displays and exhibitions

Meetings

Luncheons, dinners and parties

At the 6th Street location it could support events at the adjacent pavilion
At the King Avenue location it would support City and other functions and
might extend the hours and days of use of the property.

The adaptive reuse of this building with interpretive panels and in a downtown location brings
our bicultural heritage into focus.

CHAPTER 1:

 Texas Property Tax

Truth-in-Taxation Overview

Creating a budget and adopting a property tax rate to support
that budget are major functions of a governing body. This
is accomplished by following legislative guidelines o ensure
the public is informed of any increases.

Important Dates

The Tax Code establishes target dates for many truth-in-rax-
ation activities. Although circumstances may require an ap-
praisal district or a taxing unit to alter the timetable, Exhibit
2 sets out the framework for the required activities,

Taxing Unit Calcuiations

Truth-in-taxation requires most taxing units to calculate two
rates after receiving a certified appraisal roll from the chief
appraiser — the effective tax rate and the rollback tax rate.
The type of taxing unit determines which truth-in-taxation
steps apply. Generally, the governing body must take the fol-
lowing actions:

* determine and publish the effective tax rate and the roll-
back tax rate;

* decide how much revenue it needs;

* calculate the tax rate required to raise the amount it needs;

* publish notices;

* hold hearings if the proposed tax rate will exceed the roll-
back rate or the effective tax rate, whichever is lower;

+ adopt the tax rate; and

» if necessary, administer a rollback election.

The following discussion covers rate calculation and adop-
tion of the tax rate in greater detail. Chapter 6 discusses rofl-
back elections.

Before proceeding, it should be noted that water districts
generally do not come under provisions of the Tax Code, but
instead are governed by the Water Code.* A water district
however, must follow public hearing requirements on a pro-
posed tax rate and publish a special hearing notice.*

Step 1: Calculate and publish required rates

All taxing units, other than water districts, that levied prop-
erty taxes in 2012 and intend to levy them in 2013 must cal-
culate an effective tax rate and a rollback tax rate. All taxing
units, other than water districts and small taxing units, that
levy a tax in 2013, must publish an effective tax rate and a
rollback tax rate.

By Aug. 7, or as soon thereafter as practicable, the designated
officer or employee who calculates these two rates submits
them to the taxing unit’s governing body and publishes them.
The rates are published along with a statement of tax increase
or decrease and other special schedules about fund balances,
debt, sales tax, transferring a function and indigent health
care, These schedules may vary, depending on the type and
size of the taxing unit.

Taxing units publish the calculations in a newspaper in a
form set out by the Comptroller’s office, but they may mail
them to each property owner. Small taxing units do not have
to publish the two rates, but include information on their sim-
plified notice.

Although the actual calculation can become more compli-
cated, a taxing unit’s effective tax rate is a calculated rate
generally equal to the last year’s taxes divided by the current
taxable value of properties that were also on the tax roll last
year. The resulting tax rate, used for comparison only, shows
the relation between the last year's revenue and the current
year’s values.

A taxing unit’s rollback tax rate is a calculated rate that di-
vides the overall property taxes into two categories — main-
tenance and operations (M&QO) and debt service, also called
interest and sinking (1&S). This guide refers 1o it as debt ser-
vice. Rollback rate calculations allow taxing units to raise the
same amount of M&O money raised in the last year, plus an
eight percent increase.

For all taxing units, the debt service portion of the rollback
tax rate is the current year’s debt payments divided by the
current year’s property values. The debt service tax rate may
rise as high as necessary to cover debt expenses. The over-
all roltback rate calculation is explained in greaier detail in
Chapter 3.

Except for small taxing units and water districts, taxing units
must publish notices and hold hearings if a proposed tax rate
will exceed the lower of the rollback rate or the effective rate,

Once a taxing unit, other than a small taxing unit or water
district, has determined its effective tax rate and its roflback
rate, it mast publish them in a specific legal form. Chapter 5
discusses the publication requirements. If a taxing unit fails
to calculate or publish the required rates and notices properly,
a property owner in the taxing unit may seek an injunction
to prohibit it from adopting a tax rate. The district court may
issue the injunction if it finds that the taxing unit’s failure o
comply was not in good faith.

New taxing units

A taxing unit that did not levy property taxes in 2012 is not
required to comply with truth-in-taxation laws in 2013, The
Comptroller's office recommends that a new taxing unit con-
sider publishing similar notices and holding a public hearing
to inform taxpayers of its intention to levy a property tax.

Consolidation of two or more taxing units

A taxing unit that was two or more taxing units in the last
year handles the effective and roflback rate calculations dif-
ferently. The consolidated taxing unit combines the previous
vear’s taxes for each taxing unit and divides them by the total
values for the current year for the new consolidated taxing
unit.

First, the previous year’s taxes must be calculated for each
taxing unit in lines 1-15 of the Effective Tax Rate Worksheet
{Appendix 2). Then, the previous year’s taxes must be com-
bined on line 15 for each taxing unit to obtain the previous
year's total taxes. For lines 26-28 of the Rollback Tux Rate
Worksheet (Appendix 3), calculate the M&Q taxes for the
preceding year for each taxing unit and combine the M&Q
taxes for each taxing unit to obtain the previous year’s total
M&O taxes on line 28H. The remaining calculation steps are
the same for the consolidated taxing unit’s current values and
current debt.

Small taxing units

Smail taxing units may use a simplified tax rate notice pro-
cess.” A small taxing unit is one that proposes a tax rate for
the current year that is 50 cents or less per $100 of taxable

value and would impose taxes of $500,000 or less from the
current total value for the taxing unit.

Small taxing units use a simplified notice process and should
preceed to Step 7.

Step 2: Draft a budget and decide

how much tax to levy

The taxing unit must identify its needs and draft a budget to
meet those needs. To assist the taxing unit in this process,
the chief appraiser prepares and certifies to the tax assessor,
by April 30 (unless a weekend or holiday®), an estimate of
the taxable value of property in that taxing unit. The taxing
unit must decide the amount of property taxes necessary to
fund that budget and, based on current year’s values, what
M&O rate is necessary for the general operating expenses.
The taxing unit must also determine what its payments for
debt service will be.

The taxing unit’s governing body is now at a critical point in
the truth-in-taxation process. It must determine the amount
of surplus funds, if any, it plans to expend to reduce its M&O
or debt levies. It must determine the final amount of property
taxes needed for the budget. Certain proposed rates will trig-
ger certain steps in adopting the final tax rate.

Truth-in-taxation laws, except for water districts, explicitly
address the debt service rate component of a taxing unit’s
overall tax rate. For most taxing units, the adopted debt ser-
vice rate must equal the debt service rate published.” If the
taxing unit levies an additional sales tax, the debt service
component of its rate cannot exceed the debt service rate that
would levy the amnount of debt payments published in the tax-
ing unit’s calculations, less any sales tax revenue that will be
used to pay debt.

A taxing unit’s governing body must follow Legislative
guidelines for proposing and adopting a tax rate. If the tax
rate proposed by the governing body exceeds the effective
tax rate or rollback rate, whichever is lower, they must pub-
lish a public hearing notice (Appendix 10), post a websiie
notice and hold two public hearings. If they do not exceed
these rates, they may adopt the tax rate by following Step 9.
Otherwise, for a tax increase, the taxing unit should proceed
to Step 3.

Small taxing units proceed to Step 7. Water districts go to
Step 8.

Step 3: Vote by governing body

to propose a tax increase

‘When a proposed rate exceeds the rollback rate or the effective
rate, whichever is lower, the taxing unit’s governing body, other
than a small taxing unit or a water district, must vote to place a
proposal to adopt the rate on the agenda of a future meeting as
an action item. This vote must be recorded. The proposal must
specify the desired rate. A taxing unit cannot vote to adopt a
proposal to increase taxes by an unspecified amount.

If the motion passes, the governing body must schedule two
public hearings on the proposal. These hearings must take
place within the boundaries of the taxing unit; on a weekday
that is not a holiday; and in a public building or, if a public
building is not available, in a building normally open to the
public, The second hearing may not be held earlier than the
third day after the date of the first hearing.

Step 4: Publish first quarter-page notice

After proposing a tax increase and scheduling the two public
hearings, the governing body must notify the public of the
dates, times and place or places for these hearings and pro-
vide information about the proposed tax rate at least seven
days before the public hearings. The law establishes specific
requirements for this, which are contained in the Comptrol-
ler’s model form MNotice of Public Hearing on Tax Increase
(Appendix 10).

The taxing unit will post notice of these hearings on its web-
site, if it has one. A taxing unit is required to post specific
language on the website that it operates at least seven days
before the first public hearing. This notice will stay on the
website until the second public hearing concludes. If the tax-
ing unit has free access to a television channel, it will publish
the notice as a 60-second notice. Chapter 5 discusses publi-
cation requirements.

Step 5: Hold two public hearings

After publishing the first required notice, the taxing unit
must hold two public hearings. A quorum of the governing
bady must be present at both hearings. Taxpayers must have
the opportunity to express their views on the increase at each
hearing. The governing body may net adopt the tax rate at
either of these hearings. At each hearing, the governing body

must announce the date, time and place of the meeting at
which it will vote on the tax rate.

The governing body must follow a strict timetable once it
holds these public hearings. The meeting to vote on the fax
rate must take place no less than three days and no more than
14 days after the second public hearing. Like the public hear-
ings, the meeting to vote must take place in a public building
inside the taxing unit’s boundaries. Unlike the public hear-
ings, the meeting to vote on the tax rate can take place on any
day, including a holiday.

Step 6: Publish second quarter-page notice

After the public hearings and before the meeting sched-
uled for the vote, the governing body must publish a second
quarter-page notice entitied Notice of Tax Revenue Increase
{Appendix 11). The taxing unit will post this nofice on its
websile if it has one. A taxing unit must follow the wording
and posting requirements regarding website postings, If the
taxing unit has free access to a television channel, it will pub-
lish this notice as a 60-second notice.

Step 7: Small taxing unit adopts a tax rate

A small taxing unit may provide public notice of the pro-
posed tax rate in one of two ways. The taxing unit may mail
a notice of the proposed rate to each property owner in the
taxing unit or may publish a notice of the proposed rate in the
legal section of a newspaper having general circulation in the
taxing unit (Appendix 12}).

The taxing unit must do either notice seven days before the
date on which it will adopt the proposed tax rate and the no-
tice must contain the proposed tax rate and the date, time
and location of the meeting at which the governing body will
" consider adopting the proposed tax rate. If the proposed tax
rate exceeds the taxing unit’s effective tax rate, the notices
must include the following statement: “The proposed tax rate
would increase total taxes in (name of taxing unit) by (per-
centage by which the proposed Lax rate exceeds the effective
tax rate).”

A small taxing unit that publicizes its tax rate in either of
these methods is exempt from publishing two quarter-page
ads when a taxing unit proposes a tax rate that exceeds the
rollback rate or the effective rate, whichever is lower, and
from a taxpayer secking an injunction to keep it from col-
lecting taxes.

A small taxing unit, however, that nses the simpiified notice
provisions may not adopt a tax rate that exceeds the proposed
tax rate set out in its notice unless the taxing unit provides
an additional public notice of the higher tax rate or com-
plies with the required Tax Code provisions for adopting the
higher rate. Small taxing units should then follow the general
rules in Step 9 for the formal action of adopting a tax rate at
the publicized public meeting.

Step 8: Adopt a water district’s tax rate

While other taxing units are required to follow provisions of
the Tax Code, water districts must follow notice and hearing
provisions in the Water Code. Some provisions in the Wa-
ter Code regarding a rollback election, however, refer to Tax
Code § 26.07.

A water district’s board of directors must publish the public
hearing notice at least seven days before the hearing date or
may mail it to each property owner at least 10 days before the
hearing date. The quarter-page Notice of Public Hearing on
Tax Rate includes a comparison of property tax rates and a
comparison of property taxes on the average residence home-
stead. The notice includes a statement about the taxpayers’
right to a rollback election.

The rollback tax rate is the highest rate the water district may
adopt without qualified voters petitioning for a rollback elec-
tion, The rollback rate is the current year's debt service and
contract tax rates, plus the M&O rate that would impose no
more than 1.08 times the amount of M&O tax imposed by the
water district in the preceding year on the average appraised
value of a residence homestead in the water district.® The av-
erage appraised value disregards any homestead exemption
available only to people with disabilities or those 65 years
of age or older. Appendix 6 provides a sample worksheet to
calculate the rollback tax rate for water districts.

Chapter 5 explains the notice requirements. Water districts
then hold the publicized meeting to adopt the tax rate. Step
9 provides the procedures to follow in adopting the tax rate.

Step 9: Adopt the tax rate in a public meeting

The following general rules apply to the formal tax rate adop-
tion. If the taxing unit — other than a small taxing unit or a
water district — proposes a tax rate that exceeds the rollback
rate or the effective rate, whichever is lower, it must follow

Step 3 through Step 6. Once the faxing unit publishes the
second notice announcing the date, time and location of the
meeting to vote on the tax rate, it must follow the provisions
below to adopt the tax rate at that meeting,

The Tax Code requires that the governing body adopt the tax
rate no less than three days but no more than 14 days after the
second public hearing. If the taxing unit does not adopt dur-
ing this time period, then it must republish the second notice
of the meeting to adopt the tax rate, with the new date, time
and location to adopt the rate

Please keep in mind that in addition to the following proce-
dures, small taxing units may follow Step 7 and water dis-
tricts Step 8,

Open meetings notices

The taxing unit must post notice of the meeting in compli-
ance with the open-meetings law.® The meeting must be
open to the public.

Agenda item ,
Adoption of the tax rate must be a separate item on the agen-
da for the meeting. State law requires that most counties and
general law cities adopt a budget before they adopt the tax
rate.! These taxing units may adopt a budget and a tax rate
at the same meeting as long as the budget is adopted first
as a separate itern. Counties with a population of more than
225,000 are not required to adopt the budget before adopt-
ing a tax rate. Other taxing units should refer to its enabling
legislation for specific guidance.

Official action

A taxing unit’s governing body must adopt a tax rate by of-
ficial action and set it out in a written resolution, ordinance
or order. General law cities should phrase the action as an
ordinance. Home rule cities should phrase the action as an
ordinance unless the charter provides otherwise. Counties
should set out the tax rate in an order.

The Tax Code sets out specific wording for this resolution,
ordinance or order. The wording for an ordinance, resolution
or order must indicate an increase in the tax rate, and give the
percentage increase the proposed rate is above the effective

tax rate. The percentage increase must be included on the
home page of the taxing unit’s website.

Bach type of taxing unit needs to refer to its enabling legisla-
tion to determine the proper form for the official adoption
of a tax rate. A taxing unit, other than a water district, that
adopts a rate above the effective tax rate must use special lan-
guage in making the motion to adopt the rate (Appendix 15).
In the order, ordinance or resolution the taxing units must
use larger type, include an example of the tax increase on a
$100,000 home and state that the adopted tax rate will raise
more taxes for M&O.

Governing bodies with questions regarding the correct
methods and phrasing of an ordinance, resolution or order
to adopt a tax rate should discuss these questions with their
legal counsel.

Two-part rate

A taxing unit authorized to pay both M&QO and debt service
with property taxes must adopt its rate as two separate com-
ponents — one rate for M&O and one rate for debt service.

For most taxing units, the debt service component of the ad-
opted tax rate must equal the calculated and published debt
service rate that appeared in the rollback tax rate calculation
and required notices.

A county may have several tax rates, depending on the kinds
of taxes it levies. Each of these rates should be broken down
into M&Q and debt service components.

A taxing unit may adopt a final M&O rate that is lower than
the proposed M&O rate. To adopt a higher M&O rate than
proposed, the taxing unit would exceed the published in-
crease percent. Taxpayers have the right to notice and the
right to be present at a hearing about a proposed increase.
A taxing unit wishing to adopt a higher M&QO rate than pro-
posed is advised to repeat the notice and hearing process to
give taxpayers the opportunity to hear and comment about a
higher tax increase.

Deadline to adopt rate

Other than a water district, a taxing unit must adopt its tax
rate before Sept. 30 or by the 60th day after the taxing unit
receives the certified appraisal roll, whichever date is later.?

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If a taxing unit misses the deadline, the governing body must
ratify either the effective tax rate or last year’s rate, which-
ever is lower, as the adopted rate before the fifth day after
establishing that tax rate.

County quorum

At least four members of the county commissioners court
must be present for a county to adopt a tax rate; at least three
must vote for the rate. The county judge is considered a mem-
ber for this purpose.

Rata limitations for counties

A county rate may be composed of as many as three individ-
ual rates for a total rate not to exceed $1.25 per $100 of value.
Not all counties levy all three taxes. The Texas Constitution
sets the following rate limits:

* 30 cents per $100 for farm-to-market roads or flood
control;”

*+ 80 cents per $100 for generai fund, permanent improve-
ment fund, road and bridge fund and jury fund;'* and

« 15 cents per $100 for the maintenance of public roads,
which is commonly referred to as the special road and
bridge fund.*

Municipal school district and its city

A municipal school district follows the city boundaries where
it is located. The municipal school district board and the city
council must jointly hold any hearing required by law for
adopting the school’s annual budget and property tax rate,

Adopiing the school budget and the school tax rate requires
an affirmative vote of a majority of the school board mem-
bers present and voting and at least three-quarters of the
total of the voting school board members and city council
members that are present and voting. If a quorum of the city
council is not present at the hearing to adopt the budget and
tax rate, then the school board may adopt the budget and tax
rate without regard to votes from the city council members.

Emergency services district

The maximum tax rate that an emergency services district
may adopt will depend on what its voters approved. If the vot-
ers approved the district as a rural fire prevention district with
a tax rate limit of 3 cents per $100, and the fire district con-
verted to an emergency services district, it must comply with
the maximum rate limit voters originally approved for the
rural fire prevention district. To increase the maximum rate
limit to 10 cents per $100 authorized by the Texas Constitu-
tion, the emergency services district must take that increase
to the district voters to approve increasing the maximum rate.

Failure to comply

IT the taxing unit’s governing body fails to comply with the
hearing, notice or rate adopting process in good faith, a prop-
erty owner in the taxing unit may seek an injunction to stop
the taxing unit from sending tax bills until it convinces the
district court that it has complied with the law. A property
owner must act to enjoin collections before the taxing unit de-
livers substantially all of its tax bills. This injunction process
does not apply to water districts or small taxing units.

Step 10: Administer a roliback election, if necessary
